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As noted during the Newbury Ad- Hoc, this contribution rewords the general description to be more general removing detailed requirements.

General description

Editors Note: It has been noted by the meeting that some of the material within the following general descriptions is better suited within other parts of the document detailing the requirements. Contributions are requested to transform the General description section into a general description.

4.1 Multimedia Broadcast Service (MBS)

MBS is a unidirectional point-to-multipoint service in which data is transmitted from a single source entity to all users in a broadcast area or areas. To maximise radio efficiency, the data is transmitted over a common radio channel.

MBS should not be confused with the existing Cell Broadcast service (SMS-CBS) which is currently used for low bit rate services (messaging) whilst MBS enables the broadcast of multimedia services (Audio, Video etc). 

An example of a broadcast service could be advertising or a welcome message to the network. As not all users attached to the network may wish to receive these messages then the user may have the option to enable/disable the reception of these broadcast.

MBS differs from Multicast in that there is no specific requirement to register or subscribe to MBS.
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4.2
Multicast

Multicast allows the unidirectional point-to-multipoint transmission of multimedia data (e.g. text, audio, picture, video) from a single source point to a multicast group in a multicast area. To maximise radio efficiency, the data is transmitted over a common radio channel. Data is transmitted to Multicast areas as provisioned by the Home environment

Unlike MBS, multicast requires the user to join/register for the multicast service. It is possible that users will have already been pre-registered for a particular Multicast group.
. The home environment can accept or reject an application to join a multicast group.

The multicast service defined in this specification should not be confused with IP Multicast (RFC xxxx). Although there are similarities, the 3GPP multicast has been defined with consideration to maximizing effiency on the radio interface and of network resources. It also allows the Home Enviorment greater control over Multicast groups.
