7 Contributions

7.1 Structure of Document

S1-010676  A Framework contribution,  SBC

It was proposed to move the Multimedia Service example from a later section of the report (8.14) to Section 8.2 to locate related sections of the document together. After discussion and offline consideration consensus was reached to move the Multimedia Service section to the front of the service examples, not only to keep like sections together, but to facilitate the logic flow of the report.

It was also felt the distinctions between the two gaming sections should be clarified. Basic Gaming is peer to peer oriented, and the advanced gaming is Server Based. It was agreed to rename these sections accordingly.

It was proposed and agreed to restructure the specification in order to improve the high level logic flow as follows:

8.   Service Examples

9.   Systems Engineering Considerations

10. Enablers
11. Verification

12. Progress of Verification
The question was raised, should the Verifications section be restructured, not as a table, but as text which indicates specifically how the requirements are met (using which enablers, etc.)?  List requirements and describe how they are met. It was felt the table was valuable as a cross reference to where the requirements existed, but was inappropriately named “Verification”. It was therefore renamed “Generic Requirements Cross Reference”.

The Progress of Verification section will identify how the enablers meet the requirements with text descriptions and references to other specifications.  It was felt that the monitoring of progress could be provided as a reporting and management function, perhaps in the form of reports to plenary sessions, and not as a part of this Technical Report.  Therefore, to clarify the intent, this section was renamed “Verification”.

7.2 Service Examples

S1-010646  IMS - Service Examples for Local Services and M-Services, BT Wireless

BT recently reviewed the Service Examples covered by 22.941 and concluded that some additions could be beneficial to the Local Services section.  In addition, the recent GSM Association initiative on "M-Services" shows that 3GPP is not providing a thorough discussion on some terminal-related areas and therefore it is proposed to add some service examples covering some of the "M-Services". Proposed text was provided for updates to the Local Services section
Downloading Multimedia objects, and Interactive Customer Care were agreed upon as a new service examples.

Phone to Phone Object Transfer and Synchronisation were incorporated in appendix B, pending further consideration.

During discussions it was noted that a common definition for services should be provided, and possibly aligned with the UMTS Forum’s view. Additionally it would be useful to align the Framework Specification with the UMTS Forum Reports (#9 and #13). An action item was noted to accomplish this.

S1-010672  Distributed Speech Recognition, Motorola, etc.

This contribution provided an overview of the need for distributed speech recognition services, and a recommendation was made to provide further consideration after the disposition within SA1 is decided (incorporation pending).

S1-010754  Additional service example for TR 22.941, Ericsson

In this contribution it was expressed that “Basic Multimedia Service” is intended as a realistic, yet generic service example for a number of multimedia services.  It allows the creation of Generic Requirements for single media services, such as Basic Voice Service, but also allows examination of an application providing dynamic allocation of media components as the user’s needs change. It is envisioned that this type of multimedia services will demonstrate the value of IMS beyond single media services was proposed that the example
Is approved and included as chapter 8.1

Replaces the current section 8.14 Multimedia Service

This contribution will be aligned with S1-010796, S1-010684, and group comments, in S1-010798.

S1-010684 Proposal to add requirements for interoperability with the Internet to R5 Microsoft

It was noted that internet interoperability and ease of end user interfacing are important considerations.  This contribution was viewed as being aligned with the Ericsson contribution with additional information regarding revenue opportunities.
