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	A additional sub-section is added to the  chapter 7 “Normal Procedures with successful outcome” to state the requirements for storing configuration parameters on the SIM//USIM.
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7.11 Control of the GPRS session through SIM/USIM parameters

It shall be possible to control the attachment and detachment of a GPRS session through the use of a set of parameters stored in the SIM/USIM. Those parameters are optional. If they exist they will define a fixed time, an event, a timer triggered by a specific event that will control the attachment or detachment of a GPRS session. 

For the attachment procedure the following timers, events, timer triggered by a specific event shall be considered:

· Power On

· First PDP context activation

· First Mobile Originated SMS

For the detachment procedure the following timers, events, timer triggered by a specific event shall be considered:

· Power off only

· Timed detach following last PDP context deactivation

· Timed detach following last data flow activity

· Timer value with no specific trigger

It shall be possible to define a different set of parameters that shall be used when the UE is not registered in the Home PLMN. 
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
