6.1 Work Item Description – Terms of Reference

The WID, contained in S1-PS-010003, was noted without comment or change.
6.2 Proposed process

S1-PS-010004 proposed a process to progress the work on the feasibility study. The proposal was noted without change.
S1-PS-010005 provided input to the capability summary and was noted.
S1-PS-010006 provided input to the PS requirements and was noted. The following issues were identified:
1. The “#” signal may not be allowed in middle of a dialling sequence.
2. An explicit statement is needed that the requirements assume that a radio control channel is available.
3. An explicit statement that the currently “pre-emption” is not an US Government requirement
4. Requirements regarding IMS and WLAN interactions will be added in the future.
5. Roaming requirements need to be clarified (Regional/National/International)
6. Identify requirements for interworking with other systems (e.g., CDMA)
7. Identify any other regional (besides the United States) requirements 
The meeting agreed that a mechanism is required to track changes to both S1-PS-010005 and S1-PS-010006. Also, there needs to be a way to reference each document.
In response to the question on the implementation timeline, Jean Trakinat of NCS responded that a Phased implementation would be acceptable. She clarified that initially voice services need to be supported; data/multimedia services can be part of subsequent phases.
