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Introduction

This contribution provides comments on the Priority Service related documents S1-PS-010010 and S1-PS-010011 for discussion/clarification.

Comments on S1-PS-010011 - Issues List

A requirement for interworking with priority service in PSTN should be added in section 1.

Comments on S1-PS-010010 -  Priority Service TR

Generic Comments:

1. Most of the requirements specified in this TR are derived from the NA PAS requirements. Is the objective of this TR is to make these global requirements? If so, this TR needs to be updated. For example terminology such as NSEP, NCS, OMNCS are NA specific and may need to globalized. Also, we need to decide if the priority levels and the assignment of responsibilities shown in section 4.1 would be applicable on global basis. 

2. Replace Priority Service (PS) with Wireless Priority Service (WPS) as proposed in the last conference call.

Specific Comments:

3. In Section 1 the 3rd paragraph should be changed to indicate that both circuit switched voice and data are be considered.

4. In the heading of Section 4.2 congestion is mistyped.

5. In Section 5.1 what does it mean that the PS may be generally available?  Does it mean network-wide? If so, the 1st sentence “PS may be generally available OR provided after prearrangement with service provider” is confusing as these two are opposites. Maybe “AND” should be instead of “OR”.
6. Also, in Section 5.1 it is stated that the authorization is withdrawn after a period if not renewed. What is purpose of the renewal? How would the authorization be renewed? Would authorization involve a query to an external database for any of the priority levels?

7. In Section 5.6 when does de-authorization occurs? Is this when the authorization has expired?

8. In Section 5.7 the 1st and 3rd paragraphs are only looking at the call origination request and not end-to-end call completion. Even if the traffic channel is available at the originating side, should a priority indication be passed through the PSTN to the terminating side to ensure call completion.

9. In Section 5.8.1 does it make sense to provide alerting to the user on a link-by-link basis or should this be done on an end-to-end basis?

10. Also, in Section 5.8.1 with the requirements in i and ii can the priority service be applicable to legacy MS?

11. In Section 5.8.3 4th paragraph how does the network knows that the called party have moved?
