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1. Overall Description:

The SA1#14 meeting received a LS from T2 in S1-010945 (T2-010813), titled "LS-reply on MSIG MMS stage 2 concerns".

SA1 is satisfied with T2's answer for the first two points

· Interoperability between different MMS Service Providers

· Interoperability when roaming 

However SA1 is concerned about the last 2 points and T2's opinion and planned work on them for REL5.

· Compatibility between MMS devices and MMS infrastructure

· Single implementation

SA1 is concerned about the working assumptions of T2 for MMS Rel5 of having new interfaces between the UE and the MMS relay/server and new features like persistent storage which underlying requirements have not been examined by SA1 so far. Due to lack of time, SA1 could not discuss these issues and the requirements on persistent storage in detail. SA1 would like then to suggest that T2 reconsiders, in the light of the interoperability and backwards compatibility, the need for any future MMS implementation and features. SA1 advises T2 to concentrate on ensuring that MMS REL5 is working in an interoperable way when MMS REL5 is frozen in March 2002. 

Also, SA1 wants to emphasise that any new features and enhancements for MMS need first service requirements discussion and agreement (in form of approved CR's) in SA1 before T2 can consider technical implementation solutions for these new requirements. SA1 would like to thank the existing rapporteur for his excellent work done so far, but at the same time SA1 felt necessary that the MMS stage 1 rapporteur participate in SA1. Therefore the proposed new rapporteur of TS 22.140 is Michele Zarri from One-2-One/T-Mobile.

SA1 does not share the view of promoting the co-existence of multiple solutions for MM1 (i.e., WAP-based, WAP-NG-based and SMTP/IMAP/POP-based) in REL5. SA1 requires that the MMS standards ensure full interoperability between network operators and between the network and the terminals.

If there will be any further specification of persistent message storage it needs to be ensured that interworking with legacy systems is guaranteed. The persistent message store should not be limited to implementations inside the MMS system. Furthermore it is important that SA1 requirements in this area are taken into account before any further development.

2. Actions:

To T2 group.

ACTION: 
SA1 asks T2 group to ensure full interoperability and backwards compatibility between network operators and between network and terminals for MM1 REL5. From an operator point of view successful Time-To-Market and Service Deployment is the first priority before enhancing the MMS service. 

To GSMA-MSIG group.

ACTION: 
SA1 welcomes feedback from GSMA-MSIG on SA1's guidance for T2 to ensure full interoperability and backwards compatibility for the current MMS implementation before adding new features to MMS. SA1 wants to emphasis that options in 3GPP standards should be reduced  for new implementation.
