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Please find below a summary of the issues relating to SA1 which I collected at TSG-SA.
 

1.  SP-010406 LS from ETSI TIPHON on convergence of QoS approaches in 3GPP and TIPHON
 

SA1 along with SA2 and SA5 are supposed to consider this further.
 

2.  SP-010412  New SG16 work on DSR and DSV
 

SA1 needs to assess whether this impacts the SA1 work on DSR.
 

3.  SP-010429 CR to 21.905 adding new definitions to 21.905 for Iu mode and A/Gb mode
 

SA1 needs to resolve how to handle this for Release 5 (via S1_VOCABULARY list).
 

4. SP-010438 CR 22.228-009r2 on IM CN subsystem roaming (developed by Hutchison 3G)
 

This CR was rejected because it requires additional MM states in the mobile, and there is no explanation about what the mobile should do.  SA1 needs to rethink this CR, possibly with assistance from CN1 experts.
 

5.  SP-010439 CRs to 22.127 Rel-5 to introduce new functions
 

Following an intervention by Siemens on this CR (which was nevertheless approved), SA1 is asked to explain for Rel. 5 and earlier CRs whether any additional work is likely to be required in other groups (with the implication being that excessive additional work will result in CR rejection in the future).
 

6.  SP-010441 CRs to 22.101 on addition of a statement on parameter storage on the SIM/USIM.
 

This CR was approved but it was noted that the CRs agreed in TSG-T could not be endorsed by SA since they whole system solution is not fixed through doc 441 together with the SIM stage 1 and stage 3, since the ME aspects are missing as is a good description of what the requirements are for the parameters.  Further work on the vision for this work is needed inside SA1.
 

7.  SP-010443 MBMS stage 1.
 

This was approved but SA1 was requested to consider expanding the section on which media should be supported, and also consider whether auto-retransmission (like CBS) is required.
 

8.  SP-010444 Presence Stage 1
 

This was approved by the SA chairman was unhappy about the lack of a cover sheet explaining status and asked that for all specs to be approved at SA in future a cover sheet be included.
 

9.  SP-010484 Work item for UE functionality split
 

This was prepared by me as a consequence of the recent discussions in T2 and SA1 adhocs, but there was no time for email approval so it was input as source "SA1 chairman".   The WID was agreed so now we have to get on with the work.
 

10.  SP-010505 Issues related with inter-RAT PS domain Real-time handover (PS RT HO)
 

This document was noted, but input was encouraged into SA1 to fix this.
 

11.  SP-010523 WID on Priority Service
 

This was approved and SA1 will need to start the work.  You will already have seen an email from Biplab about a conference call on this.
 

12.  SP-010527  LS from CN on the WID: AMR WB speech service - CN aspects
 

Assumption is that the only requirements for AMR WB are those applied to TS-11 and AMR-WB is another TS-11 codec.  If there are different requirements we anticipate input into SA1.
 

13.  SP-010545 CR to 21.905 from RAN
 

This was a Rel.99 CR from RAN not sourced by us and was approved.
 

14.  SP-010548 WID Generic User Profile
 

This was approved and we need to progress the work
 

15.  SP-010554 GERAN Status Report
 

The item reported on Optimised Voice noted that there is little description in Stage 1.  Does SA1 need to provide some more detailed requirements?
 

16.  SP-010557 and SP-010558 LSs to SyncML (557) and GSMA (558) on Generic User Profile
 

These LSs were not created by SA1 but were approved by SA and sent.
 

17.  SP-101572 WID Speech Recognition and Speech Enabled Services
 

This WID was agreed and SA1 needs to progress the work.
 

18.  SP-010577 WID on Digital Rights Management

This WID was agreed and SA1 needs to progress the work.
 

19.  SP-010581 WID on Distributed Speech Recognition
 

This WID was agreed and SA1 needs to progress the work
 

20.  SP-010588 WID on WLAN-UMTS interworking

This WID was agreed and SA1 needs to progress the work
 

21.  TP-010165 LS from SA1 "Framework Report"
 

SA1 should take into consideration the needs for conformance testing in the "Systems Engineering" part of the Framework report
