There was agreement on the definition of “push recipient”; it was requested that the description of “data package” be provided for Saalfelden. It was also requested that comments be provided to RIM on their Overview document, to assist in the preparation of new text for this clause. Discussion will continue on the SA1 e-mail reflector in advance of Saalfelden.

The question was raised on whether the UE (Push Recipient) should also be able to originate push data packages (i.e. operate as a Push Initiator). The conclusion was that UEs should not be able to act as Push Initiators

During the discussion on “Service Management” subclause of the stage 1, it was concluded that Push is a service, which requires a subscription.

Conclusion:

Revised draft of the Push stage 1 TS 22.174 v 0.5.0 was prepared (S1-020287). This will serve as the input for work at S1-#15 Saalfelden.
