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Activities on OSA in SA1#14 (Kobe)

Documents, created by the OSA group:

All CRs, that were proposed by the OSA ad-hoc were agreed by SA1. There was a minor problem with the CR to 22.127 on adding IM Call Control functions. This was revised to S1-01270 due to the fact that the CR contained “editor notes”. There were still some minor problems that needed resolution. It was decided to have some discussion on the email reflector and see what happens. After the meeting the CR was approved by email and sent to SA#14 for approval

The proposed LS to ETSI SPAN 14 (S1-011272) was approved. (We were pointing out that there are recent activities on requirements for Open Service Access within ETSI SPAN 14 and that close work is encouraged.

Document S1-011329 (S1O01101) on the impact of OSA requirements on other TSGs was noted.

Documents to us:

S1-010997 contained a liaison statement from CN5 on direction for implementing SA1's OSA and VHE Requirements. 

A reply was proposed in S1-011271 contained a prioritisation of OSA Rel’5 functions, suggesting highest priority for Multi-Media Channel control and Presence. It  was approved. 

S1-010998 contained a liaison statement from CN5 on considering OSA in SA1's TR 22.941 (IP based Multi-media Services Framework Report). Contributions were invited from the interested companies to the IP Framework ad hoc. It was noted.

S1-010999 contained architectural impact of requirements. CN5 are asking SA2 for a joint meeting. It was noted. 

Document S1-011154 contained a liaison statement from SA2 on SA2 handling of OSA stage 1 requirements. This was sent to SA1 for information and was noted.

Document S1-010918 contained a liaison statement to CN5 from SA5 on Management aspects of OSA. SA5 is indicating that SA1 OSA group agrees to the understanding of SA5 in so far as TNM and administration issues are out of scope of SA1 OSA. Since the LS is addressed to CN5 and copied to SA1, SA1 OSA noted the LS and does not intend to reply.

Document S1-011164 contained a liaison statement on OSA from SA2. The question therein was:

“Why does the OSA application (in the home network of a subscriber) need to know the capabilities of the serving (visited?) network especially now when in the IMS the only option for the session control is the home network ?”

The response was provided in document  S1-011327, indicating:

“However SA1 recognises, that the text in subclause 13.3.6 of  TS 22.127 seems to need some further refinement. The OSA group of SA1 will draft a corresponding CR as soon as possible.”
