Progress made in TS 22.243

· Definitions agreed

· Decided that DSR will be provided in IMS domain only, not CS or PS.

· Clarified that the scope of TS 22.243 is to provide service requirements so that the ETSI Aurora solution may be provided on open interfaces in 3GPP.

· Codec negotiation during a call is not required but could be optionally supported.

· Clarifications on service provisioning.

· New clause on UE and network capabilities. DSR needs an uplink bandwidth of 9.6 kbits/s for the payload and QoS (Quality of Service) conversational class. 

· Clarifications on security and privacy requirements Generally similar to IMS Basic Voice, except that it shall be possible to reconstitute PCM samples from DSR packets so that the user’s spoken command can be transcribed at a later time.

Open issues in TS 22.243 v1.2.0

· Provide reference to studies of performance improvements that DSR provides over other (e.g. AMR) codecs. 

· Clarify authorisation/deauthorisation controlled by network operator and 3rd parties. Is it the same as for IMS Basic Voice Service?

· Service provisioning. Operator must retain control and have information needed to do appropriate charging. If the DSR service is provided by a 3rd party, are there additional service requirements for charging?
