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1. Overall Description:

SA1 understands that work is ongoing in T2 and SA4 on the standardisation of a presentation language MMS as part of Release 5.  The MMS Stage 1 (TS22.140) currently identifies the following related requirements:-

-
Forward compatible multimedia messaging


Multimedia messaging mechanisms shall provide the capability to support current and evolving multimedia messaging by re-using existing standards as far as possible and proposing extensions (as necessary) to existing standards  (i.e. the multimedia messaging service shall support the evolution of multimedia messaging technologies).

-
Interoperability

The MMS shall support a minimum set of functionality and message formats to ensure interoperability. (e.g. deletion of MM, identified standardised message notification, message media types and message content formats).


The MMS shall provide a minimum set of supported formats to ensure full interoperability between different terminals and networks from the very beginning of service provisioning (e.g. JPEG for pictures, MP3 for audio, MPEG for motion pictures, etc.).

SA1 is concerned that support of an MMS presentation language may be delayed or not be consistent with these requirements, and informs SA4 and T2 of the need to re-use existing interoperable open standards (e.g. such as mobile profiled versions of that used in the internet), and requests SA4 and T2 to provide details on current MMS work.

SA1 looks forward to continuing its co-operation with T2 and SA4 on the standardisation of MMS.

2. Actions:

T2: 
SA1 asks T2 to clarify progress on the standardisation of the MMS presentation language.  SA1 considers this activity important to ensure interoperability of MMS across different devices and encourages completion of this work within the Release 5 timescales.  Further, to ensure compliance with the above requirements, SA1 would like to receive assurance that the MMS presentation language is re-using existing open interoperable standards as far as possible.

SA4: 
SA1 understands that T2 has requested SA4 to perform some activities for the support of the MMS presentation language, and requests SA4 to also respond to the questions posed to T2.
