General

· Agreed to request the storage of configuration parameters in the USIM in order to allow 1. the operator to reset the configuration from remote and setup the UE to connect to the preferred MMS with the preferred settings, 2. the subscriber to change terminal without having to re-enter all the parameters

· Agreed to require a “recipient party pays” style charging mechanism

· Sent an LS to SA5 and T2 to ask them to verify that the capabilities are in place to allow the “recipient party pays”. 

· Sent an LS to many organisations and groups active in MMS to inform them of the existence of a MMS SWG in S1 and ask for their contributions.

Discussion:

This LS is aimed to “advertise” the existence of the MMS SWG in SA1 to other organisations that are engaged in the standardisation of MMS. 

Openwave proposed to widen the recipient targets to specific groups of GSM Association as well as T3, SA4 and SA5.

Materna and Siemens observed that there should be no need for such LS and that service requirements should anyway converge to SA1. However due to the particular situation of MMS whose stage 1 was for a long time de facto managed by T2, it was felt beneficial to send such LS.

Materna and Siemens observed that if this kind of operation is needed than it may be worthwhile to propose it in the SA1 plenary because it may be applicable to other services that are being standardised in SA1.

Siemens asked to make clearer that the SWG has not a decisional power and that it is SA1 which approves changes to the stage 1.

Most of the meeting time was spent trying to refine the text in this CR. The concept that the CR was trying to convey, as explained in the reason for change are the following:

· portability of the user profile across different terminals (care was taken not to imply any technical solution)

· ease of configuration of the MMS from the issuer of the USIM (care was taken to separate the issuer of the USIM from the network operator)

· definition of a default set of parameters that cannot be modified by the users and allow at least access to the preferred MMS of the issuer of the USIM (not necessarily the network operator)

· possibility for the user to have other sets of parameters that can be freely modified and ported across different terminals.

Once these principles were agreed, the text was revised and a new version of the CR was drafted online resulting in document 516.

Discussion:

It was clarified that the scope of the reverse charging could be wider than just the VASP-MMS relation.

AT&T Wireless noted that the term Reverse charging is already used in the USA and in order to avoid confusion it would be better to use a different term to identify the charging relation defined in this CR. It was agreed that the term “Recipient Party Pays” was appropriate and was then introduced in the final CR. This also lead to the deletion of the definition of “reverse charging” given in the CR. 

Since this CR affects Release 5 it was felt appropriate to inform both T2 and SA5 of this CR to understand if the requirement can be met in the short available time before Rel-5 is frozen.

Omnitel Vodafone pointed out that some work has already been made on the recipient party pays, and also that in a subsequent bullet point in paragraph 8 of 22.140 the possibility of the recipient paying is already described.
