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The SA1 Push SWG is currently developing TS 22.174 on Push services.  To assist in the continued development effort of this TS, relationships among the various services and service capabilities need to be clarified.

1. Relationship between Push Services & MMS

Both the Push Services and MMS incorporate push capabilities.  What is the relationship between these two different push capabilities?  For example, will MMS be modified to utilize the push capabilities of the Push services so that only one common mechanism is utilized?

2. Relationship between Push Services & MBMS

The application data being delivered via Push Services could be intended for multiple recipients.  Could the MBMS be used for the delivery to multiple recipients using mechanisms such as distributions lists?  If yes, the implication is that the recipient of the push data is now the MBMS instead of the end user UE. Would it be advantageous for MBMS to use the Push Service for delivering services to UEs?

3. Relationship between Push Services & IMS

Both IMS and Push Services can deliver information between a client and a server.  How does delivery of application data via an IMS session differ from the delivery of application data via Push Services?

4. Relationship between Push Services & GUP

Is GUP the tool that will be used for Service Management of the Push Service? Will the Push recipient’s preferences be incorporated as part of the GUP?

5. Relationship between Push Services & OSA

Can OSA provide an interface between a Push Initiator and the delivery network?
