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1. Discussion 

This paper gives a clarification of service requirements on definition.  3GPP SA#10 meeting has agreed that Push service definition described at TS22.060 GPRS specification as “push service which delivers information (data/multimedia) initiated from Network (which may be external to the PLMN) to the UE.  The service will cause a PDP context to be activated”
Push service shall be provided whenever network can reach a user.  In other words, even when no bearer connection between network and UE is established, user could be able to enjoy push service.

Push service should be the service that allows Push initiator to deliver a notification requesting the UE establishing bearer to transfer information to the UE whenever network reaches to it.  After push service is completed, the service such as MMS could be provided through the established bearer.  Therefore, stage1 document for push service shall consider separately with other service such as MMS, streaming.      

This figure shows the how push service be provided.  
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Proposal：

The definition of push service should be modified as follows:  

“Push service: a service which set up a IP bearer triggered by a Push Initiator in order to exchange information (e.g. data, multimedia content) between the UE and the Push Initiator.  The type of bearer shall be selected based on the push initiator’s and delivery network capability.  The service may cause a any PDP context to be activated”
The Push Initiator requests a connection to the designated user.





The delivery network or the user establishes the IP connection, and returns the IP address for the connection to the Push Initiator. 





The push initiator delivers the contents using the returned IP address.





The push initiator or the user releases the connection either after completing the delivery of the contents or some time thereafter (application dependent).
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
