2.5.1
Stop reporting type

S1-020027 LS from SA2 “Stop reporting type”

S1-020017 LS from SA2 “Stop reporting type”

S1-020052 LS from RAN3 Answer on “Stop reporting type”

17 and 52 are superseded by 27. SA1 LS is asked if it satisfied with the updated text of the LCS stage 2 attached. SA1 is comfortable with the CR from SA2. No reply required.

2.5.2
Time stamp

S1-020019 LS from SA2 regarding time stamp of the location information

Same as 1157 from Kobe.  Answers by SA2 to RAN3 questions. SA1 is asked to check whether the current service requirements regarding the accuracy and granularity of the location information time stamp are sufficient. The issue was not fully resolved in SA1#14 in Kobe. 

It was pointed out that the related CR (doc 1137) was rejected in the email approval process.

Comment from Lucent: Issue is that MSC should be able to report granularity finer than minutes. Particularly in the request of last known location.

The LS was noted but granularity which is currently in minutes may be too inaccurate for last known location requests. Issue may come up in TR45 – Lucent will notify.

2.5.3
Deferred Location Request

S1-020028 LS from SA2 on Deferred Location Requests in TS 23.271

This LS is advising LIF about SA2 specifications on LCS.  

DoCoMo asked SA1 to confirm whether the requirement for both periodic and deferred location requests is Rel-4 or Rel-5. Currently requirement exists in Rel-4 stage 1 but is not included in SA2 Rel-4 specifications. The consensus in SA1 LCS is that it is too late to do anything about Rel-4 and therefore the requirement is Rel-5 onwards. Is a CR needed to TS 22.071 Rel-4? A CR may be made by someone for a SA1 future meeting. The LS was noted.


2.6
Contributions and CRs related to TS 22.071

S1-020162 Interpretation of LCS Accuracy Requirements for UMTS Value-Added Services, QUALCOMM.

The contribution was presented by Vince Jolley.

Comments

· Telecom Italia supported the contribution.

· It was confirmed that the contribution is oriented towards test specifications

· What is necessary to support besides QoS? If considering 2 service levels is there something to impact the UP signalled info?

· RAN2 and RAN4 should be asked what the impact of 2 levels of service should be.

· Lucent support the concept of confidence levels

· OTDOA and A-GPS may not need to be stated explicitly

· Both classes apply to both technologies

· Can LCS client request the 2 classes separately?

· 2nd and 3rd bullets outside scope of SA1

· Table of requirements in 22.071 consists of several service class examples.

Decision

Vince Jolley was tasked to draft an LS to RAN4, using the first bullet point as a statement and the 4th as a question, in S1-020120.

S1-020120 was modified on-line in 289 by removing the last sentence, and agreed as an output document of SWG LCS.


2.7
Contributions on Work Item "LCS in Rel-5"

S1-020161 Introducing the Change of Cell event for Deferred MT-LR to the LCS REL-5, NOKIA

Contains a CR to TS 22.071 Release 5 for a new event for Deferred Location Request called 'Change of Cell'.

Replaced by 166.  The discussion part of the contribution was presented by Nokia.

Comments:

· Sometimes locations will be reported over too wide an area

· There is a contradiction with clause 4.2.1 of TS 22.071

· Avoid multiple services (presence/LCS)

· DoCoMo support the proposed service

The CR was presented by Nokia but there remained opposition that “cell change” as proposed would be reported over too wide an area. The CR was revised in 121 using “change of area” instead of “change of cell” and new definitions of these terms.

S1-020121 was presented and found no objections. There is a version 5.0.0 of TS 22.071 so the cover page was corrected and the CR was agreed in doc 290.

Enhanced Support for User Privacy

2.8.1
General

S1-020018 LS from SA2 on Enhanced user privacy for location services

SA1 is asked to study and elaborate on the initial draft TR 23.871 on enhanced user privacy for location services, especially clause 5 on service requirements.

The attachment is no longer the current version. Therefore version 1.0.0 was considered. SA plenary had asked that clause 5 be the responsibility of SA1.

S1-020159 Enhanced LCS privacy based on service type, NOKIA

This contribution contains proposed test for clause 5 of TR 23.871. 

Comments

· split the clause into 2 parts. 

· In the table move right column to centre column

· Select service types applicable to roaming subscribers

· Second new clause is stage-2 related

It was decided to revise the clause 5 in doc 122 and at the same time include agreed materiel from other contributions. 

S1-020167 Privacy check, proposed changes in TR 23.871, ch.7, NOKIA.

Contribution also to SA2.  Replaces 160. The clause 7 is more relevant to SA2. Noted.

2.8.2
Codeword and requester

S1-020165 Proposed update of codeword description in 23.871 v1.0.0, DoCoMo
This contribution asks SA1 need to decide whether a service requirement for codeword is needed or not. The contribution contains a text proposal for clause 5 of TR 23.871. 

Comments

· Preferable that target itself requests service from a client, but client offers a number of services not all of which would be required by a particular target.

· Must ensure that codeword is not re-used.

· Codeword associated with transaction, not client

· Codeword could also indicate a group of people

Decision

SA1 LCS agrees in principle with the concept of codeword, although some aspects of how it is introduced do not have consensus. 

It was decided that the text in 165 will be incorporated into TR 23.871 by the editor, but there will be further proposal from Lucent for text for TR 23.871.

S1-020164 CR to 22.071 for enhanced privacy setting, DoCoMo. The purpose of this contribution is to introduce service requirements of codeword into TS 22.071. It was discussed and edited on line in 295. There is a need to clearly indicate the requirements using the word “shall”. The CR will be revised. The revised contribution should be reviewed by Lucent before next SA1 meeting. 

S1-020163 Introducing the Password concept to the LCS Rel-5, DoCoMo. Revised in 119 and later withdrawn.

S1-020118 Requester, proposed changes in TR 23.871 v1.0.0, NEC

This contribution was presented by Mr Ishii.

It was commented that the service requirements appear similar to those of presence service.

118 was agreed and will be incorporated in to 122.
S1-020117 Comparison between codeword and authorized requester list, DoCoMo
Withdrawn because requester id concept and codeword concept were agreed previously.

2.8.3
Conclusion Of Enhanced Privacy

Doc 122, which contains clause 5 of TR 23.871, was presented by Jan Kåll. It was edited on-line to become 291, with the removal of final note and inclusion of new note about non-standardised service types.

291 is an output document of the meeting.  SA2 will retain editorial control of TR23.871, but any changes to service requirements in clause 5 will be reported to SA1 and will require endorsement by SA1.

Lucent identified a need to talk about target interface to the enhanced privacy mechanism. Service requirements from SA1 will be required. Contributions are invited.
