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Fujitsu proposes the following changes to the Draft Technical Report S1-020342 submitted by Telia.

Proposal 1: Addition of a new clause entitled “Service provisioning” to investigate how UMTS services, such as LCS or MBMS can be offered to the user in the case of network sharing.

Proposal 2: Addition of the following text into the description of some network sharing scenarios

Network Sharing Scenarios

[Editor’s note: This chapter gives an overview on different scenarios for network sharing e.g. operators sharing the spectrum or hardware and so on.]

Different network sharing scenarios can be envisaged depending on the operators’ expectations and on the national regulations. Split of coverage between operators and use of a common shared network could all be of interest for the operators, and can result in a large variety of network sharing scenarios. Examples of network sharing scenarios are described in the following sub-clauses.

5.1
Geographically split networks sharing

In this scenario, two or more operators come together to divide a country between them, with agreement that in certain geographic areas not all the operators will deploy a UMTS network and those that do will allow the other operators subscribers to roam onto those regional networks. In areas where more than one of the operators provides UMTS coverage, then those operators will compete against each other.
For example, in the case of two operators, the North of the country could be covered by Operator A, the South by Operator B and the capital by both Operators A and B. Subscribers from either A or B can access the network provided by A in the North and B in the South. However in the capital, subscribers shall be allowed to connect only to the access network provided by their operator.
5.2. Common Network Sharing
In this scenario, one operator will deploy a UMTS coverage in a specific geographical area, and other operators will be allowed to use this UMTS coverage for their subscribers. Outside this geographical area, GSM or UMTS coverage is provided by each of the operators.
For example, in the case of two operators, a third-party could provide UMTS coverage to operators A and B’ subscribers in areas with high population density. In less dense areas, GSM coverage is provided by operator A and operator B and in these areas the subscribers shall connect to the access network of their operator.
