S1-020214 presented an update, based on discussion from the previous conference call, of the Priority Service Feasibility Study draft report. The draft report was reviewed and the meeting agreed to the following disposition:

· Add an assumption that the study assumes that a signalling channel is always available.

· Change instances of  “sector” to “cell”.

· Change instances of  “ingress” to “origination” and “egress” to “termination”.

· Add a reference to TS 24.008.

· Indicate the BICC does not support signalling of a priority level.

· Integrate sections 4 and 5 to identify the high-level requirements.

· Change instances of “through any interconnected networks” to “to interconnected networks supporting priority”.

· Delete sections 5.3 (Registration), 5.4 (De-registration), 5.5 (Activation), and 5.6 (De-activation).

· Clarify handover requirements.

· Clarify roaming requirements.

· Delete sections 5.9.1 (Registration), 5.9.2 (De-registration), 5.9.3 (Activation), and 5.9.4 (De-activation).

Document S1-020214 was noted.

S1-020215 presented an analysis of Feature Interactions for the Priority Service Feasibility Study draft report. The meeting agreed to the following disposition:

· Call Origination Restrictions should be indicated as a network option.

· Interactions with eMLPP should be indicated as a regional requirement (USA).

· A noted should be added to the eMLPP description indicating that if Priority Service is implemented using eMLPP, the interaction should be reconsidered.

Document S1-020215 will be incorporated with changes into the revised Priority Service Feasibility Study draft report (S1-020218).
S1-020216 presented an update of Use Cases for the Priority Service Feasibility Study draft report. The meeting agreed to the following disposition:

· A note should be included to revisit the use of PINs.

· Use Case items 2.3 e) (MS busy) and f) (Caller ID while in queue) should be deleted.

S1-020217 presented a gap analysis of TS 08.08 for the Priority Service Feasibility Study draft report. The contribution proposed text for a new Section 6.4 and additional text for the conclusion, Section 7. The meeting agreed to the following disposition:

· An editor’s noted should be added to section 6.4.2 indicating that the text in the second and third paragraphs should be revisited.
