Executive Summary:

1.1
General

CR to TS 22.071 on change of area event fixed and agreed.

Comments

Telia agree to remove service examples from non-standardised service types. The possibility to have non-standardised service types should be in the specification.

Nokia presented this contribution. It proposes to remove service requirements from the TR and put them in TS 22.071 Rel-5.

Nokia presented this contribution. Changes needed on the cover sheet. Lucent wanted to change “Requestor” to “Originator”.  It was decided to merge 386 with 475 into 479.

S1-020475 CR 22.071 Rel. 5 Introduction of a Codeword Setting (revised from 442).
Lucent presented this contribution. The principal was agreed in the Phoenix SWG LCS. New doc 479.
Comments

In 6.4.2 it should not say where the check on codeword is done because this is not a stage 1 issue. 

There are cases where the codeword is not in the PLMN. Needs to be captured somewhere.

Say that check is done automatically.

Authentication by different means other than codeword? 

Codeword is an option to the target UE subscriber.

Decision

Lucent will revise the CR in 479 for plenary. It will encompass 386 and comments above.

S1-020477 was a late CR from Lucent to change the term “Requestor” to “Originator”. There was no strong opposition to change of term but it involves changing TS 22.071, TR 23.871 and possibly other specs. A definition for “external user” is also needed. Lucent were invited to prepare a CR for the next meeting based on TS 22.071 V5.1.0 and other CRs as necessary. Noted. [Chairman’s note: - should be an editorial CR and will therefore be acceptable to Rel-5 after freeze date.]
