For scenario 2 (3GPP system based Access Control and Charging), an offline drafting session was organised to formulate the requirements. The output was a joint contribution from several companies which was approved with some changes

A new version of the TR was produced.

It was felt appropriate to propose to initiate the architecture work in SA2, as well as to start specification work within SA1 for scenario 2.

A proposed LS to be sent to SA, SA5 and SA2 was agreed by the SWG.

Proposes to remove the requirement that the HLR should be the database.

Proposes a new service feature, i.e. a PLMN selection service feature which allows for the ability for the user to select a roamed to PLMN.

The reuse of PLMN roaming was not agreed

S1-020382 - Fulitsu

Proposes charging requirements for scenario 2. Includes auditing and online charging requirements.

The auditing part was not felt feasible.  Online charging is regarded as a important feature as it is the current way of charging for WLAN.

S1-020400 - Telenor, Ericsson

Proposes requirements for scenario 2. The separation between distributed and integrated terminal was not approved.

S1-020423 - Telecom Italia

Proposes that a UICC with a USIM/SIM be used for controlling the access.

It was not agreed to make it as the only possibility.

S1-020499 - Nokia, Sonera, TDCdc Tele Danmark, Ericsson, Telia, Alcatel, France Telecom , Telenor, Cisco, Nortel, Vodafone, Toshiba

Results from the offline drafting session.

Comments were made on the naming and addressing aspects. It was asked whether this was more of a functional requirement. It was answered that it might be seen as a functional requirement, however, the participants in the drafting session felt comfortable at this point to include such a requirement in the TR.

It was proposed to make the UICC with a USIM/SIM a compulsory element for the access control

It was proposed to modify, in  6.3.5 an “One Option” by “One identified option”.

The document was agreed with this change.

S1-020350 Nortel

Proposes some requirements for scenario 5 as well as a terminology for defining WLAN coverage.

Some changes were required :

· the UE remains “during the time of handover” (to be added) within coverage of both systems

· removal of the first sentence after the previous changed sentence

· Change the next sentence to  : After the handover the user shall remain connected to the selected external network (e.g. internet, intranet) independently of the radio interface being used.  

· In the last sentence before annex A change QoS supported by QoS negotiated.

  The document was agreed with these changes.

System Features

S1-020410 Ericsson, Telenor

It was proposed and agreed to remove any architectural aspects in the TR, i.e. chapter 7 and chapter 8.

Therefore 410 which addressed that point was withdrawn.

The document was withdrawn

The TR will be updated accordingly.
