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1. Overall Description:

During the SA1 IP Multimedia Subsystem (IMS) ad-hoc meeting in Saalfelden, a long discussion on IMS access independence and ISIM (IMS Subscriber Identity Module) arised.

Some companies believe that access independence to the IMS will allow the operators to provide IMS services to their subscribers regardless of how they obtain IP connectivity (UTRAN, fixed, WLAN etc.), moreover they believe that IMS subscribers shall also be automatically entitled to access the UTRAN, i.e. they shall always be allowed to access IMS, and the other services offered by the network operator via UTRAN.

To assure that, they request that authentication means (algorithms, procedures, parameters) used in UTRAN access shall be re-used for non-UTRAN access (e.g. fixed network, WLAN etc.). 

A simple way to achieve this is to re-use USIM parameters in the ISIM authentication. This solution should not prevent the use of additional means (e.g. userid-password, PKI) to improve security level in non-UTRAN access.

Should this interpretation be erroneous, these companies believe that IMS standardisation must be considered out of the scope of 3GPP, as related to services provided to non 3G subscribers.

Other companies believe that UTRAN and non-UTRAN access authentication shall be completely independent, therefore IMS users could be IMS-only subscribers and be prevented to access services offered via UTRAN.
