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Thank you for the liaison from SA1 to WAP Forum regarding DRM requirements (S1-020181).  We agree that it is important for us to share our DRM requirements.   WAP Download DC would be happy to receive for review the 3GPP Stage 1 requirements for DRM when they are available.

The WAP Download DC was only recently formed, and has just begun discussing rights management.  The WAP Download DC believes there is an urgent market need for rights management in the mobile environment, so the WAP Download DC has set a goal of completing a DRM specification this year.  To meet this aggressive schedule, we plan to limit our scope to a simple DRM solution.    The WAP Download DC fully agrees that a convergent solution is necessary and welcomes the exchange of information between our organisations.

The following is a preliminary set of requirements we have identified for rights management.   

· Digital Rights Management must be media type independent.

· Digital Rights Management must be independent from the content download (typically download is transactional whereas Digital Rights Management is about lifecycle management).
· Digital Rights Management must specify the rights to consume the content (not to download content).
· Digital Rights Management must be able to express the rights to render (play, display, execute) content.

· Digital Rights Management must be able to express the right to preview, i.e., test drive, content prior to purchasing.

· Digital Rights Management must allow the terminal to identify protected content.

· Digital Rights Management must separate the download transaction and rules regarding data management (rights provided)

· Digital Rights Management should enable management of, e.g., proof of purchase (also other transactional information such as billing could support that).
WAP Forum looks forward to future collaboration with 3GPP in the area of rights management.
