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Minutes

1. Executive Summary:

Two Change Request to 22.127 was agreed. One CR is on OSA Rel5 to clarify the event notification function and the other CR is on OSA Rel6 to introduce an IP session retrieval function.

A further CR to remove Release 5 requirements is pending and will be submitted to SA1#16 plenary meeting. It is proposed to remove:

· the Journalling function,

· User Profile Management function and

· Information Support

from OSA Rel5. At the same time it was agreed to produce a first Release 6 22.127 version to reintroduce the functions removed in Release 5.
A joint session with 3GPP TSG CN5 was held to harmonise the Release 5 deliveries. CN5 reported on their planes which OSA function will be finalised in Release 5, these are:

· Retrieval of Terminal capability,

· Framework as required in TS 22.127,

· Multimedia call control,

· Generic User Interaction,

· Charging functions,

· Policy Management functions and

· Presence and Availability functions.
