Deployment and Usage Scenarios

4.2.1 Network Coverage Scenarios

The figure below illustrates a range of overlapping coverage areas. Different user scenarios can be identified by different trajectories through the coverage areas.   Table 1 describes a number of coverage scenarios and are derived from Figure 1 below.
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Assumptions: WLAN1 operated by GSM-H(HPLMN); WLAN2 operated by GSM-V(VPLMN); WLAN3 independently operated
