Discussion:

The CR was proposed by Ericsson in order to create the service requirement in support of the work carried out by RAN 3 in the area of network sharing. The main concern of RAN 3 has been to make sure that the access rights that exist in idle mode can be equally applied to the handover between the UTRAN and either UTRAN or GERAN. 

It was considered more beneficial to introduce the principle expressed in the CR in 22.129 being this the specification managed by SA1 in which the handover requirements are expressed.

In light of the discussion in the meeting, the text of the CR was completely redrafted to make sure that the service requirement was clearly expressed. 

Following this discussion it was then debated if the fact that the access rights can be applied while registered on the UTRAN, but not on the GERAN was still a valuable addition to the 3GPP system or if instead this was somehow a limited and incomplete requirement. Since the intention was to introduce something in Release 5 and that there was not enough time to ask the opinion of GERAN regarding the applicability of this requirement, the meeting decided to push forward with a UTRAN to UTRAN and UTRAN to GERAN only requirement. 

It shall be possible to prevent handover to cells to which the UE does not have access rights. In this case, the network shall attempt to carry out a successful handover to allowed cells. For this release this requirement only applies for UTRAN to UTRAN and UTRAN to GERAN handover.

A CR to introduce the following text in 22.129 will be presented at the next SA1 meeting (Ericsson volunteered to prepare the text).
