Terms of Reference (ToR)
Responsibility
Within the terms of reference defined for 3GPP TSG-SA WG1, the Push SWG has the responsibility for developing and maintaining stage 1 specifications for the support of Push. 

[“Push” is defined as a service triggered by a Push Initiator in order to transfer data packages to the Push Recipient (user) without a previous recipient action.]

The Push SWG scope of work is:

· Definition of Push

· Development of the stage 1 for Push

· Review incoming LSs related to Push service requirements as decided by SA1 Plenary

· Interact with other SA1 SWGs on inter-related or overlapping areas

· Maintain knowledge of the stage 2 and stage 3 Push work, identifying those stage 1 requirements that those stages do (and do not) support. Advise SA1 of the status and, when appropriate, propose outgoing liaison statements from SA1

Input Documents
The Push SWG shall base its work on the:

· 3GPP Push work item description (WID) (SP-000xxx, or a later revised version)

· 3GPP SA1 specifications describing the approach for SA1 service, feature, and service capabilities

Output Documents
The Push SWG shall:

· develop and maintain the Push stage 1 requirements document (TS 22.174) and other 22-series specifications as applicable

· propose liaison and other activity related to Push service requirements with other 3GPP working groups  and other liaison partners

· propose updates to the Push SWG Terms of Reference, as may be necessary 

· propose updates to the Push Work Item Description and 3GPP work plan, as may be necessary.
