Need for Release 6 activity on this area – this would need a revised WID with 4 supporting companies, 2 companies supporting this activity at least.

Discussion:  

This was an LS from SA3 in response to our LS in S1-020300 about UEFS in Release 5. 

The delegates could not understand why there was a reference to 27.060 (since this specification contains no reference to IMS).  Nortel said that they would be making contributions to be made to stage 2 and 3 and we should discuss the first bullet point (on Stage 2 and 3 work in Rel.5) at the next meeting.  We agreed that there is no possibility to develop specification material to provide additional protection for the TE MT interface in Release 5.  There is a need for further work on software IMS client attack and Nortel will provide input to SA3.  In terms of documentation, this is in the form of input to SA3 from Nortel.

It was proposed to invite SA3 to the relevant SA1 SWGs during Victoria meeting and that to facilitate this, UEFS should be on Wednesday (also LCS).

Also 690 should remain on the agenda for Victoria.

Discussion:  

This input from Nortel is about updating the UEFS TR to take into consideration 3GPP agreements on ISIM.

We noted that for IMS there is a need for ISIM and USIM to be both active at the same time.

Some text should be added to bullet f about not precluding a different arrangement in future releases.

SA1 needs to think about whether a CR is needed to explain what subscriptions are and how they relate to USIM and ISIM.
Also in text under the figure, add “in this release…”

Concerning replacing SIM/USIM with other text, this should not include the term “UMTS”, but we wait for a concrete proposal (CR) about this.  In principle the 4 changes were agreed, with the exception of the third one which is changed to say “SIM/USIM and if relevant the ISIM.”

We agreed to remove the note in the TR saying that ISIM work might require further modifications to this TR.

This input from Mobility Network Systems was originally provided to the WLAN SWG but was also presented here as some of the ideas were relevant for UEFS.  It proposes that multiple entities should have access to the UICC data to avoid moving UICCs between devices.

It was commented that SA3 might reject this idea for Release 6.  

One alternative might be to have multiple UICCs each with an ISIM each having the use of the same set of public identities.  This would be a matter for Release 6 and needs further discussion in SA1.
Contribution Noted

Need for a work item for Release 6?  

At least two companies supporting the work for Release 6 (Nortel and Motorola), it was noted that we should have 4 supporting companies for the new work item.
