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During the last Push SWG meeting, Sophia Antipolis April 8-12, Ericsson got an action point to discuss the wording of the second bullet under “Key characteristics of the Push service include:” in chapter 4. In the meeting we agreed on the content but were not completely happy with the wording. The original wording is,

· The push service should not transform the push content in the normal mode of operation; it may even be impossible in certain cases, e.g. when the push content is encrypted. However, the push service may optionally transform the push content to meet the push recipient’s capabilities when possible (e.g. change the character encoding or convert a picture sent as a JPEG into a GIF if that is what the push recipient can use).

Ericsson has the following proposals,

· The push service may transform the push content when needed for usability by the push recipient.

or

· The push service shall not change the push content. The push service may however transform the push content when needed for usability by the push recipient.
