Responsibility

Based on the Priority Service Work Item Description (WID) (SP-010523, or a later revised version), the Priority Service SWG scope of work is: 

· To perform a feasibility study to outline the technical requirements, scope of work required, and perform a gap analysis to determine the extent existing 3GPP specifications can support identified Priority Service high-level requirements. 

· If it is determined that providing for Priority Service is feasible, then this work item will continue forward to encompass future work.

· Review incoming LSs related to Priority Service Feasibility Study as decided by SA1 Plenary;

· Interact with other SA1 SWGs on inter-related or overlapping areas.

Input Documents
The Priority Service SWG shall base its work on the:

· 3GPP Priority Service Work Item Description (WID) (SP-010523, or a later revised version);

· Relevant contributions to the WID;

· 3GPP SA1 specifications describing the approach for SA1 service, feature, and service capabilities.

Output Documents

· Develop and maintain the Priority Service Feasibility Study Technical Report (TR 22.950);

· Propose liaison and other activity with other 3GPP working groups and other liaison partners related to the Priority Service Feasibility Study;

· Propose updates to the Priority Service Work Item Description and 3GPP work plan, as may be necessary.
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
