Executive Summary:

1.1 General

Two Change Requests agreed in Sophia Antipolis have been updated following minor comments received in the opening plenary:

· S1-021059 (ex-S1-020866) “A more Flexible Event Notification mechanism”

· S1-021060 (ex-S1-020869) “Access to IP session information”

Two Change Requests have been agreed in order to remove from R5 features that cannot be delivered in time by CN5:

· S1-020868 “Reduction of scope of OSA R5” removes User Profile Management, Information Services, and Journalling.

· S1-020903 “Proposal to remove feature “Retrieval of Visited Network Capabilities” from OSA Release 5”

The agreed Change Request S1-020867 clarifies the use of the terms “call” and “session” within the specification.

A CR (S1-020902) proposing to remove references to the Presence Service as specified in TS 22.141 from the R5 specification was not agreed and shall be handled by the closing plenary.

An agreed LS (S1-020863) will inform CN5 and SA2 that the journalling requirements have been removed from R5 and that they will be clarified for R6.

The group agreed on the principle to set a deadline in November 2002 (SA1#18) for the introduction of new R6 requirements into the specification. It was decided to maintain a table identifying potential relationships between OSA and other R6 WIDs.

Not agreed. To be handled by the plenary.

Discussion: Following the decision taken in the SA plenary #15 to postpone Presence Service from R5 to R6, Lucent is proposing to remove references to the Presence Service as defined in TS 22.141 from the OSA R5 specification whilst maintaining the Presence Related Function in OSA. Nokia and Openwave objected that the proposal was not consistent with the decision taken by SA#15 and proposed to delete all requirements for the support of presence in OSA from the R5 specification. However, Lucent argued that OSA API can be offered to access non-standardised capabilities in the network, and as a result not having a standardised presence service is no barrier to providing an API. Presence information could be obtained in various ways and should not be limited to a R6 Presence Service. Further the notions of presence information/presentities/watchers are well understood and defined outside 3GPP. A majority of the companies supported Lucent’s proposal. However, Openwave maintained their objection to this CR, and it was not possible to find a compromise on this issue.

Conclusion: This CR was not agreed and shall be handled in the closing plenary.

2.3 OSA Release 6 Requirements

In order to introduce new requirements for R6, it was decided to ask MCC to create a R6 version of the OSA specification based on R5 v5.3.0. (note: this R6 version could be created automatically if Nortel’s CR S1-021060 is agreed in the next SA plenary)

There were no contributions for R6 requirements.

However it was mentioned during the closing of the meeting that S1-020805 and S1-020810 on GNIF should be considered in the next OSA meeting.
