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1. Overall Description

T2's recent liaison, concerning VASP MMS Connectivity, is gratefully acknowledged. SA5 is of the opinion that the technical description of MM7 interface is sufficiently progressed to begin charging consideration for Rel-5. T2's suggestion that SA5 should include VASP charging information into MMS-CDRs is under study. 

At the moment, only “service code” parameter is identified as being relevant for charging purpose. However, a more detailed description is needed before being incorporated in TS 32.235.  In particular, the accurate content of this parameter needs to be clarified because the current definition in TS 23.140, which states that „The syntax and semantics of the content of this information are out of the scope of this specification“, is unclear. SA5 are looking forward to receiving information about the  “service code” parameter as announced in T2's liaison. 

Under our examination of the Information Elements carried in the abstract messages on MM7 interface, some other parameters have been identified as potentially relevant for MMS-CDRs in addition to “service code” i.e. : “VASP ID” and “VAS ID”. SA5 would be interested to know whether these parameters could be used to identify the VASP involved in the MM transactions. In particular, it was felt by SA5 that these parameters could be related to “Originator address” and “Recipient address” fields in the MMS-CDRs. In general, SA5 asks T2 to provide further information about any additional parameters that should be reflected in TS 32.235. 

SA5 will update MMS-CDRs in TS 32.235 according to the information received from T2.
