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1. Introduction

This document proposes the introduction and the scope of the group management to the TS ab.cde. 

2. Group Management Introduction

The IMS platform is expected to be an attractive service development environment to the operators and service providers. To avoid multiple overlapping protocols and procedures for similar purposes it is important to identify and specify common tools and capabilities that can be utilised by numerous services.

Several (group) services utilise lists of persons in some form. For some services they are delivery lists, for others they may be access lists and so on. However, the group management has its place in managing those lists no matter what is their usage in context of service. 

3. Group Management scope

This technical specification defines the stage one description of the IMS group management. Stage one is the set of requirements which shall be supported for the provision of IMS group management, seen primarily from the subscribers’ and service providers’ points of view.

The TS includes information applicable to network operator, service provider, terminal and network manufacturer.

Additional functionalities not documented in the TS are considered outside the scope of this TS. Such additional functionality may be on a network-wide basis, nation-wide basis or particular to a group of users. Such additional functionality shall not compromise conformance to the requirements of the IMS group management defined in this specification.
