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1 Executive Summary

1.1 General

The SA1 Generic User Profile SubWorking Group met April 8 in Sophia Antipolis, France. The group made progress on the stage 1 specification, and produced a draft updated version of the TR (draft version 0.7.0). The group was not able to consider all contributions that were deferred from the previous meeting covering a variety of topics, and was unable to consider additional contributions refining the GUP requirements. 

Incoming liaison statements received from 3GPP T2 and a presentation from the joint GUP adhoc group were considered. An LS to T2 as an answer will be produced and sent to SA1 reflector for email approval.

All existing action items were closed except one that is ongoing, and additional new action items were taken to approve chapter 4, preparing an LS as an answer to T2 and to improve some problems with provisioning and data consistency and subscription management. 

As a result of this meeting a new draft version of TS 22.240 was generated. Due to requirements from other groups an additional subsection dealing with Data Description Framework was produced and agreed by SWG. After an interesting but controversy discussion dealing with section 4 there was no agreement. As a result the SWG agrees on the following:

· To created a new document (S1-020800) for section 4 on basis of S1-020723 and the already agreed chapter 4 of TS 22.240. Simultaneously, an action item for  interested companies to resolve the existing problems within the new document was created. 

· To speed up, all other documents dealing with section 4 should be discussed after a decision on Document S1-020800.

Furthermore the GUP SWG recognizes that it will be necessary to deal with some problems coming up with provisioning and data consistency and subscription management. The SWG will take this into consideration within next meetings.

Unfortunately the timeslots allocated were inadequate for the group to consider all pending contributions, and some contributions had to be deferred until the next GUP meeting (scheduled as part of the regular SA1 SWG sessions).

Note: the current rapporteur will need to step down, and a new rapporteur for the GUP stage 1 specification is being sought.

Joint GUP ad hoc

This LS was presented by Nigel Barnes (Motorola) on behalf on the GUP Joint Adhoc group detailing the current status of the GUP activities and releasing responsibility for GUP activities to the appropriate working groups of 3GPP.
The timescales for the work items mentioned within this document were questioned and it was confirmed that even though the feasibility study for Subscription management has been completed for Release 5 the WID has been delayed to Release 6. It was indicated that the Subscription Management work item requires GUP functionality to be available as soon as possible.

It was confirmed that GUP Joint adhoc group had now been closed and that the work had now been passed on the appropriate groups of 3GPP (SA1, SA2 & T2). The documents discussed within this LS are the latest versions and  SA2 will now be responsible for both the co-ordination of GUP activities as well as developing the GUP architecture.

This LS was noted and a more complete version will be presented during the upcoming SA1#16 plenary.

This LS was also presented by Louisa Marchetto (AT&T Wireless Services). A background to this LS was provided by Rami Neudorfer (Comverse). As the topic of data management and device/UICC provisioning is not specific to MMS it was thought that valid requirements for GUP could be identified by considering scenarios such as the one highlighted in this LS.  

A CR to the MMS Stage 1 (TS 22.140) introducing the concept of a default setting that would overcome the problem of MMS parameters existing in differing locations (i.e. UE/USIM), has already been produced by the SA1 Messaging (MMS) SWG.  However, as the scope of this issue was felt to be wider than just MMS it would be appropriate for text to be proposed to the GUP Stage 1 discussing the requirements for data conflict.  This text could be referenced by other specifications when appropriate.

This LS was noted.  Joerg Swetina (Siemens) will draft a reply to this LS (S1-020797) as well as text for the GUP Stage 1 specification (S1-020799) to be discussed during the next SA1 GUP SWG meeting.

Joint GUP adhoc

This document was produced by the joint GUP adhoc group and was presented by Nicola Mac Gregor (NTT DoCoMo) on behalf of this group.

It was clarified that the application of the GUP concept (e.g. Subscription Management) is outside the scope of  GUP.  The motivation behind the ‘pilot’ project to test the GUP concept described within the presentation was questioned.  It was explained that this was to be a technical evaluation of the Data Description Framework (DDF) and hence did not infringe on GUP work in SA1. 

As the presentation appears to describe the DDF as a mechanism independent of the Stage 1GUP work it was questioned whether SA2 has split the GUP work.  It was explained that the DDF does not depend heavily on SA1 work on GUP and hence it would be acceptable to progress the DDF work as long it was not to progress too quickly.  It was the opinion of the meeting that it would be beneficial to draft some text capturing service requirements for DDF for the GUP stage 1 during this meeting.
Document S1-020795 was noted. Text describing the service requirements and a definition of DDF was drafted off-line during the meeting in document S1-020798 (see below).

Document S1-020723 was then referred to an off-line drafting group formed by interested companies (Siemens, Telia, Ericsson, AWS, Lucent, NTT DoCoMo, Nokia).  Text for inclusion in the Draft Stage 1 was produced in S1-020800 which was not agreed for inclusion in TS22.240 v0.7.0 (S1-020796). This contribution proposed the deletion of the current section 4.2 of the Draft TS 22.240 and new text for section 4.3.  

Some information may be duplicated between sections 4.2 & 4.3.  However, there was some disagreement as to whether it would be appropriate to delete the whole of section 4.2 from the draft TS.  It was expressed that that the diagram included in section 4.2 may imply an architecture and that the diagram in the following section (p11 of TS 22.240 v0.6.0) may be a sufficient an illustration of the Generic User Profile. However, it was felt that the diagrams in the current section 4.2.could add value to the reader as it helped to describe the interactions of various elements of GUP.  As agreement could not be reached during the meeting this document was referred to the offline drafting group.

This document was noted and revised by the offline drafting group (Siemens, Telia, Ericsson, AWS, Lucent, NTT DoCoMo, Nokia) to S1-020800. 

S1-020800 was agreed with notes. Due to lack of time there was no further result on S1-020800. Nokia & Siemens agreed to undertake an action item (4) to settle any contentious issues with regard to section 4 of TS 22.240 and to produce further contributions for submission to SA1 GUP SWG #4.

This contribution proposed additional text and diagrammatical information to be included within the Draft TS 22.240.

The subjects of synchronization of information in the UE and the communication  of information without the use of the network were discussed.  In GUP it is thought that the information is transparent to the network and not all data may need to be stored by the operator (i.e. a 3rd party repository).  The current data transfer capability in OSA was questioned and it was stated that currently the description of the transfer of user data in OSA is too vague.

This contribution proposed additional text to section 4 and introduced the concept of service profiles to the Generic User Profile.

The inclusion of Service Profiles within user data was questioned and it was indicated that although service profile information does not have to be included within user data, the option of including it should be included.   The terminology ‘Service Description’ was also discussed.

It was commented that this appeared to be a very detailed subject , which may be complex from a user point of view and therefore some simpler text may be more appropriate.

Lucent
Generic User Profile (GUP)
This document was produced as discussion document by Lucent technologies for consideration by the SA1 GUP SWG.

It was expressed that this approach could widen the scope of GUP considerably and it was unclear whether it was appropriate for 3GPP to discuss the subject of how a Content Provider outside of 3GPP provides content to its customers.  GUP can provide a data model enabling operators to manage and make use of data in order to provide more user-friendly services to its subscribers. 

The author of the document expressed concern that up until now GUP work had been very terminal centric and that it may be beneficial to explore a more network based approach.   

The concepts of MVNO and VASP were discussed.  It was felt that as an MVNO could be considered to have a role similar to that of the home operator it does not have a unique role within GUP.  A distinction between service providers that were inside and outside of an operator’s control could be beneficial.  However, a similar discussion had been undertaken within the VHE group over a period of several months and had proved difficult to resolve.

The ownership of data in GUP was discussed and it was expressed that if ownership were to be defined then the management of data was would become an implementation issue.

This document was noted.  As a stimulus to further discussion it was suggested that the content of this document be broken down and re-submitted in the form of a presentation that would allow key points to be clearly identified.

Scenarios for the Generic User Profile (GUP)
This document introduced the concept of multi-access and multi-access scenarios for inclusion in GUP.

Some of the terminology used in this contribution was discussed.  For example it was unknown whether the term ‘Multi-access’ is currently defined and the existence of this definition will require clarification.  It was expressed that preferred access type might indicate a preferred bearer type, which could be a preference of the user.

As this contribution proposed text for section 4 of the draft TS 22.240 and this section was currently under review this document was noted.  Text for inclusion in section 4 could be produced based on this contribution when a revised version of section 4 has been produced.  Due to lack of time it was not possible to agree on any text during this meeting and a contribution based on this would be welcomed for SA1 GUP SWG#4 to be held during SA1#16 (Victoria, Canada).

Duplication of data may occur within the UE and it is the decision of the operator how services are presented to the end user.  However, some applications are specific to certain parts of the network and it may be appropriate that access to GUP be provided to these type of applications. 

This document was noted and the Chair invited contributions to SA1 GUP SWG#4 based on the content of this discussion.
