S1-020753, Rel 6 CR to 22.071 on Enhanced user privacy, Nokia. This CR introduces functionality for the operator to perform the privacy check for a location request in the home PLMN. 
S1-020772, CR to 22.071 - Privacy control in HPLMN, Telia AB. This CR introduces the requirement for privacy check to be performed in the HPLMN of the target UE subscriber.
The two proposals were considered together. Nokia propose check to be done in either VPLMN or HPLMN, Telia only HPLMN.

Comments

Should not mandate solutions. Flexible option for HPLMN for additional parameters? 

Privacy check done per location request attempt or occasionally? Operators may require certain security aspects are handled in their own network. Home environment instead of HPLMN. Could be different privacy settings in HPLMN and VPLMN.

Decision

After long discussion the CR was re-drafted in S1-010864. Ericsson wanted inclusion of the following text but the consensus of the meeting was to agree S1-010864.

“The privacy check shall be done in such a way that information about a subscriber is not released unless explicitly authorised by the Home Environment. 

Information about a subscriber shall not be released unless the Home Environment authorises that information to be released.”
