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Introduction

This contribution was briefly presented at SA1 SWG OSA#12, April 2002. Questions were raised whether deadlines on requirements should be introduced. In case SA1 could agree on such deadlines, still the question remains whether this should apply for all requirements or on the ground of Work Items. The author is of the opinion that “common deadlines” for all requirements should be created as a guideline, but it should be possible to define requirement deadlines individually to WI´s.

Begin of the original contribution (S1-020852):


The Open Service Architecture initiative was founded in the mobile community to satisfy the demand of network operators and regulative national bodies to make network capabilities visible and useable for organisations other than the owner of the mobile network.

The idea was (and still is) to allow 3rd party organisations (other than the network operator) to create end user services using telecommunication utilities as they are offered by the telecom operators. Secure access, reliable telecommunication utilities, comprehended trust and service level agreement, charging and billing facilities and mutual protection against malicious attacks are some important aspects which were solved as a first step to grant telecom service to 3rd party organisation.

As a next step useable network capabilities were identified and described as blocks to be used by 3rd parties. By the way, the usage of this blocks is not limited to 3rd parties only, they can also be used by the network operator himself.

These network capabilities are described as OSA functions. Typically a network capabilities are created first before OSA specifications make them visible to 3rd parties. SA1 SWG OSA took the capabilities and started to define OSA functions to make the capabilities assessable. This exercise starting in R99, continued with R4 and are currently completing R5 OSA functions.

So with other words, OSA captured almost all network capabilities currently available.

Proposal

Release 6 is nowadays evolving with a lot of new services, features and capabilities. IMS GM, MBMS, Messaging are some of them. Keeping in mind the reason for OSA to exist, those new services may require to be used from 3rd parties and OSA may evolve accordingly.

SA1 SWG OSA currently studies the benefit of the Generic Network Interface Function to cope with network capabilities which were not considered during the specification process and therefore not properly supported. This method could in the future be used for the fast and easy introduction of new network capabilities but might not be sufficient detailed and comfortable to deal with all coming network capabilities.

The question which SA1 OSA SWG should clarify is:

To which extend shall OSA support Release 6 network capabilities and services?

To answer the question a comprehensive list of Release 6 work items, related to SA1´s work, shall be generated.

Secondly, the SA1 SWG OSA should identify to which extend the work item should be supported by OSA.

If this exercise is successfully done, the amount of work can be planned and first estimations on delivery dates can be given.

Such an approach would also include to set deadline for requirements that can be accepted to get supported by OSA.
