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Introduction

The GUP initiative originally want to finalise the GUP relevant specifications in the time frame for 3GPP release 5. Because requirements were (still are) difficult to settle and various streams had different results in mind, it was not possible to finales the GUP work as part of Release 5.

Currently a proposal is on the table to separate the core GUP part and the DDF part in two linked but individual Work Item Descriptions. This seams to be a step in the right direction.

Bearing the separation in mind, it is further proposed to identify priorities sub features of the GUP work (=core GUP WID).

This contribution suggest a list of highly important GUP areas to work on in release 6.

Proposal

Aspects of high importance:

· Which type of information are part of the Generic User Profile ( define the range of user data which forms the Generic User Profile.

· Secure access to the User Profile is important ( define access rights and security constrains.

· Different levels of security shall apply to User profile data ( identify individual security policies for various requirements.

· Requirements shall be precise enough to elaborate on the integration of the GUP architecture into the overall 3GPP network architecture ( finalise network requirements.

· User Profile data might be distributed over various entities ( identify the basic requirements to allow individual data responsibilities and data distribution.

Conclusion

GUP development shall concentrate on important work first.
