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1.  Introduction

Lucent Technologies is proposing a topic for further discussion among SA 1 members regarding the relation of the S1 GUP draft specification [1] to other non-3GPP specifications.

2.  Overview

Some the specified or discussed uses of the 3GPP GUP may overlap existing specifications – or specification work - from other external bodies.  In particular, key aspects of GUP that may be affected include the following:

· User identify/preference management: The PAM Forum [2], as part of the PAM 1.0 specification, has addressed the issue of user identity, preferences and related information

· User terminal management: The W3C has published a Composite Capability/Preference Profile (CC/PP) profile specification that addresses terminal capabilities [3]

The following information is not is not clear, when reading the current GUP specification:

1. Whether there exists any specifications outside of 3GPP that may need to be evaluated against the intended application of GUP

2. The extent to, and form in, which those specifications will be reused, adapted, avoided, or replaced by 3GPP for GUP.  

3.  When such analyses will be determined, e.g., as part of S1, S2 and/or S3 work.
It is recommended that SA 1 members openly discuss this topic in order to gain a common understanding to appropriately manage and influence ongoing specification of GUP.
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
