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1.  Introduction

Lucent Technologies is proposing a suggested edit of the existing S1 GUP draft specification [1].

2.  Overview

Based on a previous Lucent contribution, an edit concerned the intended application (usage) of GUP is suggested to the existing draft specification [2].  

It is felt that by explicitly addressing the intended application of the GUP, that its subsequent specification (in S1 and beyond) will be more focused and bounded.

The suggested edit is centered on inclusion of a new section (4.x), containing the following suggested text:

4.x  Intended Usage of the GUP

The intended usage of any type of generic user profile is a critical factor driving its detailed specification, e.g., architecture and data model.   In general, user profile data can be shared between different administrative domains to facilitate the following:

· User identity management: Enable applications to read and utilize a consistent identity of a user

· User preference management: Enable applications to read and utilize a limited set of user preference information

· User service customization: Enable applications to read and utilize personalized service information, i.e., individual settings for a particular service

· User terminal management:  Enable applications to read and utilize terminal-related capabilities

It is intended that the 3GPP GUP, in particular, will address all of the above.   As can be inferred, a user’s identity can serve as the unique common key into the profile.
