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SerG Input to SA1 on the Priority of its work items

1. Introduction

GSMA SerG has conducted a survey amongst the GSMA membership to determine the importance to operators of the current SA1 work items. Operators were asked to prioritise the work items according to their service importance. The results include responses from both large and small operators and represent a significant proportion of GSM end users. 

2. work item priority

The table below shows the priority of the various work items. We have also specified our understanding of other services are linked to each main work item. 

SerG also recognises that there are other work items that are not in this list for which we need to indicate our priority. We will identify these and comment back to SA1 later.
