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SA1 IP Framework SWG Terms of Reference

Responsibility
Within the terms of reference defined for 3GPP TSG-SA WG1, the IP Framework SWG has lead responsibility for developing the IP based Multimedia Services Framework Technical Report (TR 22.941).  

The IP Framework SWG shall develop and maintain TR 22.941, and handle matters related to its development and maintenance. 

The scope of this work is broad in that it encompasses development of an “umbrella” document that conceptually pulls together at a high level the work of other 3GPP deliverables to provide an overall cohesive view of services, their requirements from the perspective of users and service providers, the enablers of the requirements, and how the enablers meet the requirements.  

With respect to IP Based Multimedia Services, the SWG will:

· Identify Requirements determined from 

· Representative service examples reflecting the user’s and operator’s perspectives of services

· Systems Engineering Issues as viewed from the operator’s perspective

· Identify and describe the Enablers being standardised to meet the Requirements

· Provide Verification of the degree to which the Enablers meet the Requirements

· Describe the long term vision of 3GPP

· Consider the degree to which current initiatives are aligned with the long term vision.

Consideration of CS domain based services is not within the scope of this work item.  However, interworking between CS, PS, and IMS domains and subsystems, and external networks (e.g. Internet) is within the scope of this work item.
