Discussion:

Some of the requirements in the document required further clarifications before they can be incorporated in the text of the TR. In particular the following remarks were made:

· in line with the text already existing in the TR it was agreed that network sharing should be fully transparent to the user

· Regarding bullet point 2 “the selection of a different network or a different radio access technology within the same network shall be under the sole control of the network operator” it was observed that the intent is not to limit the capability of the user to manually select a preferred network, but only to make clear that operators, in particular if involved in a network sharing, may have compelling reasons to determine the preferred access technology and/or network that the user should select. Examples of those reasons should be provided in the text in order to clarify the requirement.
· For bullet point 3, the reference to the USIM was deleted (implementation hint) and it was asked to provide examples of the parameters that should be used. An example of the use of this requirement would be to guide the cell reselection performed by the UE when more than one equally valid candidate is presented to the UE: in such case the choice of the target cell should be supported by specific subscribers information.

· Bullet point 4 was agreed, however it was requested to give additional details regarding the exact type of information that should be available to determine the choice of the target handover cells

· The successive bullet point was largely overlapping with number 3 and was then removed

· The last two bullet points try to define the concept of service continuity in a shared network by requiring that the effects of the mobility on the service is not worse in a shared network than in a non shared network and by requiring that such mobility can take place without asking for the user intervention. Regarding the last point it was noted that in some occasions the user intervention may be required.

Discussion:

The document introduces a number of additional text in the TR.

The concept of evolution of the network sharing agreement towards a more complete sharing or towards an exit was added in chapter 5.

The scenario of UTRAN sharing which is possible with the R99 specifications was introduced in chapter 5.1.1. It was observed that even if this sharing can be probably realised with R99 compliant equipment, there are a number of limitations for the network operator’s point of view that have been overlooked such as the operation and maintenance split. It was then agreed that an additional chapter will be introduced in the TR to highlight those limitations.

The text proposed for chapter 6 was agreed with the exception of the sentence in which it was required that the subscriber information needed to perform and informed handover should be present both in the CN and in the RAN. 

The handover requirements in chapter 8.2 was slightly modified but otherwise accepted. It was questioned what was the relation between the two requirements introduced and the previous chapter (service continuity). The chairman explained that in the intention of the editor of the TR the service continuity was a concept and the handover an enabler for the concept. 

The text proposed for chapter 10 needed some revision and was not accepted for the time being.

Only the first sentence of the proposed text for chapter 11 was accepted.
