Priority Service Feasibility Study  (TR 22.950)

The high-level requirements for the Priority Service Feasibility Study were derived from ITU-T Recommendation E.106, draft F.706, and regional requirements. In addition, TR 22.950 identifies several other 3GPP documents (e.g., TS 22.067, 3rd Generation Partnership Project; Technical Specification Group Services and System Aspects; enhanced Multi-Level Precedence and Pre-emption (eMLPP) – Stage 1 (Release 4)) that provide capabilities to support emergency telecommunications.

Multimedia Broadcast and Multicast Services (TS 22.146)

Multimedia Broadcast/Multicast Service (MBMS) is a unidirectional point-to-multipoint service in which data is transmitted from a single source entity to a group of users in a specific area. 

SA1 believes, that MBMS could be considered useful in the context of Emergency Telecommunications Services to inform / warn mobile subscribers in specific areas about irregular situations.

Push Services (TS 22.174)

SA1 believes, that Push Services could be considered useful in the context of Emergency Telecommunications Services to inform / warn mobile subscribers in specific areas about irregular situations.
