Document S1-020793 XE "S1-020793"  contained the report of the GUP report from Sophia Antipolis. The SA1 Generic User Profile SubWorking Group met April 8 in Sophia Antipolis, France. The group made progress on the stage 1 specification, and produced a draft updated version of the TR (draft version 0.7.0). The group was not able to consider all contributions that were deferred from the previous meeting covering a variety of topics, and was unable to consider additional contributions refining the GUP requirements. 

Incoming liaison statements received from 3GPP T2 XE "T2"  and a presentation from the joint GUP adhoc group were considered. An LS to T2 as an answer will be produced and sent to SA1 reflector for email approval. (It would appear that this document has not been seen on the reflector).

All existing action items were closed except one that is ongoing, and additional new action items were taken to approve chapter 4, preparing an LS as an answer to T2 XE "T2"  and to improve some problems with provisioning and data consistency and subscription management. 

As a result of this meeting a new draft version of TS 22.240 was generated. Due to requirements from other groups an additional subsection dealing with Data Description Framework was produced and agreed by SWG. After an interesting but controversy discussion dealing with section 4 there was no agreement. As a result the SWG agrees on the following:

-
To created a new document (S1-020800 XE "S1-020800" ) for section 4 on basis of S1-020723 XE "S1-020723"  and the already agreed chapter 4 of TS 22.240. Simultaneously, an action item for  interested companies to resolve the existing problems within the new document was created. 

-
To speed up, all other documents dealing with section 4 should be discussed after a decision on Document S1-020800 XE "S1-020800" .

Furthermore the GUP SWG recognizes that it will be necessary to deal with some problems coming up with provisioning and data consistency and subscription management. The SWG will take this into consideration within next meetings.

Unfortunately the timeslots allocated were inadequate for the group to consider all pending contributions, and some contributions had to be deferred until the next GUP meeting (scheduled as part of the regular SA1 SWG sessions).

Note: 
The current rapporteur will need to step down, and a new rapporteur for the GUP stage 1 specification is being sought.

Document S1-020793 XE "S1-020793"  was approved (see annex C).

It was noted that there was some proposals to increase the time available to GUP and to this end to have an evening meeting although there have been some negative comments on the reflector. Quite a few of the inputs have been deferred to this meeting and so it was decided, therefore, to have evening meetings on both Monday and Tuesday.

It was also commented that the work item appears not to reflect the work that is being done. It was requested, therefore, that this be updated.

Document S1-020880 XE "S1-020880"  contained a discusssion document on Requirements for Feature Interactions. When the SA1 Stage 1 Technical Specifications are developed and approved, the Stage 2 and Stage 3 developments are distributed among various working groups, sub-working groups, and ad hoc groups within 3GPP.  The majority of the time, these other 3GPP groups are only focused on the specific SA1 Technical Specification that is directly related to their specific work item.  Consequently, these groups are not always aware of the potential interactions with other features, which can result either in multiple mechanisms for the same functionality or in incompatible mechanisms.

SA1 should assist the work efforts of the other 3GPP groups by defining the feature interactions between services, service enablers, and capabilities as normative text in SA1 Stage 1 Technical Specifications.  

The definition of these feature interactions by SA1 is within the scope of SA1.  SA1 should be providing the analysis and defining the requirements and impacts for the functionality and features that are required for such interactions.  The definition of the architecture and protocols required to satisfy such feature interactions is beyond the scope of SA1.

It was commented that perhaps this should be done in the IP Framework document. Certainly some review of this is required, and the meeting should come back to this issue.

There was some corridor discussion with the result was to create a new TR for feature interactions. It was thought not in the best interest to put this into IP Framework. This was supported and so there is a need to write a WI. It was decided that this should be done over email for the next meeting.

Document S1-020878 XE "S1-020878"  contained a list of SWGs and their chairmen. This was revised on line to S1-021078 XE "S1-021078"  and then further revised on line to S1-021197 XE "S1-021197" . Document S1-021197 was noted.

Access dependent services and features for GERAN Iu mode

Document S1-020715 XE "S1-020715"  contained a liaison statement from GERAN on a response to the LS “Access dependent services and features for GERAN Iu mode”. It was noted and resulted in a few CRs.

The first was provided in document S1-020886 XE "S1-020886" , containing a CR to 22.002 Correction of terminology and references. It was commented that the cover sheet does not reflect what was presented and the cover sheet should have a category F.

The revision was provided in S1-021076 XE "S1-021076" .

The next CR was to 22.105 and was provided in document S1-020887 XE "S1-020887" . It was noted that there is now no fax in the way the CR is phrased gives the impression that there is no standardised fax service for the Iu mode of GERAN and it was asked if this is intentional. The answer was that it was.

It was agreed to send this CR to SA XE "SA"  #16 for approval as category F.

Document S1-020889 XE "S1-020889"  contained a CR to 22.003 Corrections on ASCI and Fax  due to GERAN Iu mode. It was agreed to send this CR to SA XE "SA"  #16 for approval. 

Terminology

A number of CRs were provided to correct terminology and references. This is a continuation of the work that was done at the last meeting.

VHE User Profile requirements are expected to be covered by the 3GPP Generic User Profile (GUP), but only in future 3GPP releases. Detailed VHE user profile requirements in clause 7 are replaced by a note referring to the introduction of the 3GPP Generic User Profile (GUP) in future 3GPP releases. Also elsewhere in the specification detailed requirements to User Profile have been removed, or replaced by more generic expressions on user related data. Additionally a number of editorial corrections has been made throughout the specification to improve the quality of the text.

It was commented that the main reason for change is alignment between stage 1 and stage 2. However, it would be better to align the stage 2 to stage 1. It was reported that the main reason that the stage 1 is being changed is because there is no work on the stage 2, since more work is being done on GUP. It was further asked that if the CR is approved, there is no reason to have the stage 1.

It was asked who would like to removed VHE altogether. The answer was not conclusive. It was clear that some discussion is required off line and if there is any need for the stage 1.

Based on off line discussion, it was decided that 22.121 should be made into a TR. With this, both documents S1-020893 XE "S1-020893"  and a revision of S1-020893 in S1-021177 XE "S1-021177"  were withdrawn. 

GTT

It was commented that the definition of the subscriber does not use the term “enjoy these services”. It was decided that some clarification on the user and subscriber should be discussed with SA5 XE "SA5"  and so a new definition of subscriber and user will be brought to the next meeting.

Document S1-020696 XE "S1-020696"  contained a liaison statement from SA5 XE "SA5"  on introduction of charging definitions in 21.905. Since the liaison statement indicates that SA5 has no problems with our definitions, the LS was noted.

Document S1-020948 XE "S1-020948"  contained a CR to 22.078 on functional Subsets of CAMEL Phase 4. The CR adds clarifications concerning the definition of functional subsets of CAMEL Phase 4 are added (“Basic CS Call Handling” is a prerequisite for the “Charging Notification” subset).

The proposed splitting into subsets is modified with respect to two items:

1
The subset “enhancement of dialled services” is removed.

2
“Call Party Handling” is introduced as a separate subset. 

The document also contains several editorial / orthographical corrections (missing letters are introduced again). Some wordings have been modified for more clarity.

There was some discussion on the need for this right now, but it was recalled that this discussion has been had in SA1. It was originally agreed to send this CR to SA XE "SA"  #16 for approval as category F and it was to be forwarded to CN2 XE "CN2" .

However, document S1-021170 XE "S1-021170"  also contained a CR to 22.078 on Phase 4 subsets. It was commented that in discussion of document S1-020948 XE "S1-020948" , the cover sheet did not reflect the true discussion of what happened in CN2 XE "CN2" . It would appear that when the idea of subsets was first introduced, Vodafone opposed the proposal.  During subsequent discussions, a compromise was reached by reducing the number of subsets available.  It seems unfair to try to push the compromise now, 6 months on.

There is some overlap between CRs in S1-021170 XE "S1-021170"  and S1-020948 XE "S1-020948" . Vodafone indicated that they could agree with the changes in S1-020923 XE "S1-020923" , but not with the changes in S1-020948.

It was commented that the CR in S1-020948 XE "S1-020948"  will have a serious impact on CAMEL; i.e. the changes may well cause too much work for CN2 XE "CN2" . An unofficial poll indicated a stalemate. Based on this it was decided to maintain the decision on S1-020948 and if there is a problem with the CR, it needs to be brought up at plenary.

Hence, S1-021170 XE "S1-021170"  was withdrawn and document S1-020948 XE "S1-020948"  was agreed to be sent to SA XE "SA"  #16 for approval. 

Document S1-020923 XE "S1-020923"  contained a CR on functional split in CAMEL4. It was noted that some of  the changes in this CR are also made in document S1-020948 XE "S1-020948" . This is acceptable as long as the changes are the same. It was confirmed that they are the same. Based on this it was agreed to send this CR to SA XE "SA"  #16 for approval. 

Document S1-021021 XE "S1-021021"  contained reply to the SA1 liaison statement “Annex of Information Tables (A.1, A.2, A.3 and A.4) in 22.078”. CN2 XE "CN2"  is proposing that SA1 remove those tables in CAMEL Phase 4 22.078 Annex A and the text related to the information in "Procedures for SMS". For CAMEL Phase 3 (Release 99 and Release 4) CN2 leave this removal or other appropriate correction to the decision of SA1.

CN2 XE "CN2"  provide as Attachment a proposal on the Rel-5 22.078 CR "Correction of Information Tables (A.1, A.2, A.3 and A.4)". It was agreed to send this CR to SA XE "SA"  #16 for approval.

Prior to the discussion on MBMS, it was noted that MBMS is now a Rel-6 item and so all CRs need to be Rel-6 CRs to version 5.2.0. This means that the CR creates a release 6 TS and once this is done, the release 5 TS will be withdrawn.
Document S1-020883 XE "S1-020883"  contained a CR to 22.146 on clarification of requirement related to paging messages. TS 22.146 contains the requirement, that users shall be able to receive paging messages while receiving one or more broadcast services. However, it is nowhere explained what is meant with “paging messages”. This was in line with the discussion in the MBMS workshop, but it was questioned what is meant by “other services”. The original intention was that while in an MBMS session, incoming calls could be notified to the user. However, it was commented that “other services” is too wide a scope.

Based on the discussion it was decided to revise this CR. It was provided in document S1-021180 XE "S1-021180" .It was agreed to send this CR to SA XE "SA"  #16 for approval. 

Document S1-020892 XE "S1-020892"  contained a proposed CR on Multicast Joining Outside the Multicast Area. Current specification is silent on whether or not multicast groups may be joined or left while the user is outside the multicast area. Since a user can join a multicast group and then exit the multicast area while remaining a multicast group member it should also be possible for users to join a multicast group outside the multicast area. Likewise, users leaving the multicast area should be able to leave a multicast group which they have previously joined. It was agreed to send this CR to SA XE "SA"  #16 for approval. 

Document S1-020974 XE "S1-020974"  contained a CR to 22.146 on corrections to area description. Currently, TS 22.146 has some conceptual problems with the definitions of broadcast and multicast services, areas and QoS, and the use of these terms. These conceptual problems lead also to problems in identifying the appropriate architecture for MBMS. This CR proposes changes to TS22.146 with the goal to simplify service requirements and thus, to facilitate a simpler architecture. 

It was commented that there will be more input such as this from the workshop and possibly the CR is a little premature. Based on the discussion, it was decided to postpone the work to the Rome meetings. The document was noted and a new document number will be allocated for the input to Rome. Therefore, document S1-020974 XE "S1-020974"  was noted.

Document S1-021013 XE "S1-021013"  contained in input based on the MBMS workshop. It that meeting one of the agenda items was the phasing of MBMS. The document proposes that a phasing discussion is held within SA1 before the stage 2/3 groups decide what is required for MBMS.

At the present time SA1 has split MBMS into two modes, Broadcast and Multicast. It is recognised by most that Broadcast is the easiest mode to implement though the Hutchison3g view is that the linkage to IP multicast and the expected efficiency of the Multicast mode are more interesting to operators. 

Indeed Broadcast mode is seen by some as a possible successor to Cell Broadcast which sadly was not a commercial success in GSM.

It should also be noted that multicast mode can act as broadcast. It is therefore proposed that the deletion of Broadcast mode should be considered.

In the event that SA1 decides that Broadcast mode is still required, then it is strongly suggested that a liaison is sent to the relevant groups that SA1 believes any phasing should include the Multicast mode support in the first release. Document S1-021013 XE "S1-021013"  was noted for the time being as being useful background for the Rome SWGs.

Document S1-021099 XE "S1-021099"  contained the report of the Messaging SWG. The terms of reference of the sub working group have been agreed and a new version of the TR 22.940 has been produced.

It was not possible to handle many of the documents due to the lack of time, but primarily because it was not possible during the meeting to reach an agreement on the basic classification of the messaging types proposed by Nokia in document S1-020940 XE "S1-020940" . 

It is the impression of the chairman of the SWG that too much value is attached to this classification which has no bearing of the development of an IMS messaging service which can indeed make use of more than one type simultaneously. For this reason the chairman of the SWG suggested to incorporate in the new version of the TR the classification as of the end of the discussion in the SWG meeting with the caveat that some further revisions of the types shall be needed when the TR is in a more mature stage. 

The chairman of the SWG was also concerned about the tight timescales as agreed in the workplan. It is absolutely necessary to be able to submit the TR for information to SA XE "SA"  plenary meeting number 17 in order to try to include IMS messaging in Release 6. 

More time needs to be allocated in the next SWG week to Messaging in order to bring the TR to a stage where it can be considered 50% complete. If this is not possible it may be necessary to hold a SWG meeting outside the schedule of SA1. 

The report in S1-021099 XE "S1-021099"  was approved; see annex C. It was further commented that it may be appropriate to have an additional session of the Messaging SWG prior to the Rome SWGs. There was some support for this and it could perhaps be combined with the GUP meeting (see section 10.7).

Document S1-020876 XE "S1-020876"  contained the ToR for the messaging SWG. It was approved; see annex **** in this report.

It was commented by the chairman of the SES that whilst this is highly desirable, it is possibly a little premature.

It was asked if there is a liaison between 3GPP and W3C. The answer is yes, although not necessarily in relation to this particular subject. The chairman of SES agreed to check the 3GPP website in order to find out it the liaison is appropriate. If not, it needs to be changed. For the time being the liaison statement was noted.

Two documents were received late in the meeting. Both of these documents were forwarded to the next SES (DSR).

Type Approval Code

Document S1-021148 XE "S1-021148"  contained a CR to 22.016 on Type Approval Codes. The TAC code was considered following the implementation of the EU R&TTE directive – which removed the need for formal type approval before placing products on the market and moved to a self certification system .  Under the old EU TTE directive the TAC code allocation was tied to the type approval tests being successfully completed, without a Type Approval Test another mechanism for allocating TAC codes was needed.  This was discussed by an ad hoc group called "GISF" which involved Manufacturers (including Ericsson, Nokia, Motorola, Panasonic and Siemens) and Operators (including NTT-DoCoMo, 02, Orange, Telstra, T-Mobile, Vodafone and  Voicestream) other Manufacturers were consulted through other Industry Groups as were Operators through the GSMA-TWG.  Therefore, this CR is proposing a mechanism to allocate TACs where no type approval exists.

The equivalent CR for Rel-4 was provided in document S1-021149 XE "S1-021149" . There is no Rel-5 TS.

Documents S1-0201148 and S1-02114 were agreed to be sent to SA XE "SA"  #16 for approval. 

Document S1-021191 XE "S1-021191"  contained an answer to LS on PSS release 6 work program from SA4 XE "SA4" . This arrived a little late for any serious work to be done at this meeting. It was postponed until the next SWGs in July in Rome. In the meantime, this will be communicated to the SA4 chairman by the chairman of SA1.
Document S1-021114 XE "S1-021114"  contained a Draft TR 22.934  v1.2.0 on WLAN. During the SWG there were some discussions regarding editorial changes. A drafting session was held after the SWG meeting and was provided in this document. Document S1-0201113 was the baseline prior to the provision of S1-021114 and it was proposed to make S1-021114 the baseline as long as there is no email objection by 24th May 2002. It was noted that the front page should indicate a TR and not a TS and this needs to be fixed by the rapporteur. Also the version should be 1.2.0.

Document S1-020981 XE "S1-020981" , S1-020985 XE "S1-020985"  and S1-020987 XE "S1-020987"  contain changes to 22.004 for R99, Rel-4 and Rel-5 respectively. It was noted that there is currently no Rel-5 TS for 22.004 and so S1-020987 is not stictly necessary. But creates a Rel-5 and so it was left as it is.
