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This contribution proposes updates to the section 5.3 “Group Member Requirements” in TS 22.250 V0.2.0. 

Note: The terminology used in this contribution corresponds to the one proposed by Fujitsu in a separate contribution (S1-021284). The requirements proposed below could be adapted to the existing terminology.

Group member and moderator requirements

Each Group Member shall be associated with:
a)
A member identifier;

Each member shall have unique identifier(s) that can refer to 
i)
A Single person;

Another group;


b) A set of properties:

Rights


The rights define the set of management features that are available to the Group Member. These rights are defined by the Group Administrator or a Group Moderator.

ii)
Anonymity;

It shall be possible to hide the group member’s identifier from other Group Members and Group Consumers. The group member’s identifier shall always be visible to the Group Administrator and the Group Moderators (depending on the rights granted by the Administrators).

iii) Validity Period

It shall be possible to set a validity period for the group membership.
Each Group Moderator shall be associated with:

a)
A unique moderator identifier;

A set of properties

Rights

The rights define the set of management features that are available to the Group Moderator. These rights are defined by the Group Administrator.

ii)
Anonymity;

It shall be possible to hide the Group Moderator’ identifier from the Group Members and Group Consumers.
