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DISCUSSION
Call Party Handling (CPH) has been discussed as a CAMEL requirement for over two years now, and SBC has consistently advocated/supported/requested the provision of the CPH feature as an enabler for the provision of enhanced CAMEL services.

Recently it was agreed by consensus to split CAMEL Phase 4 into functional subsets as follows:-

· CS Call Handling (including CPH)

· SMS-MT Handling

· GPRS Mobility Management

· ATI enhancements for GPRS

Now, the proposal is to further split the CS Call Handling into further subsets as follows:-

· CS Call Handling (without CPH)

· Call Party Handling (with CS Call Handling)

It seems the main reason behind this latest proposal is that some vendors are indicating that they will not be able to provide the CPH feature in the timescale for Release 5.  Clearly however, carriers have been asking for it for over two years.

Additionally, concern also exists regarding the potential for destabilising related specifications if the CAMEL subsets are changed at this late date, considering the time scales for Release 5.

Therefore, SBC agrees with Vodafone that this proposal is a functional enhancement of an already functionally complete specification, and further subdivision of CAMEL functional subsets should not take place in the Release 5 timeframe.  

Conclusion

SBC does not agree to the proposal to split the CS Call Handling into two new subsets.
