1.1
General

This first SA1 Streaming SWG meeting on Release 6 issues was a joint meeting with SA4. Several SA4 delegates attended the meeting and SA1 would like to thank the SA4 delegates for this effort. It was very valuable for SA1 and several issues were raised from SA4, not only in regards of Streaming, that SA1 need to consider. 

The meeting spent most of the time discussing the Rel. 6 features which were communicated to SA1 via an LS from SA4. A draft response LS was agreed in the meeting and will be an input to SA1 #17.

Several other LS were handled and one additional response draft LS (to SA5) was agreed in the meeting.

There were two contributions from Siemens, both were noted.

Several actions for SA1 were issued and SA1 will have a Streaming SWG meeting during SA1 #17 to progress the work on the Streaming TS, 22.233 for release 6. 

The meeting didn’t see the need for a separate WID for SA1 at this stage and were of the opinion that a limited amount of work needs to be done on the Streaming stage 1 TS. The meeting sees at this point in time need for Streaming work during the three following SA1 meetings (SA1#17, SWG meeting #18 and SA1#18). SA1 asked SA4 to keep SA1 updated about the Rel. 6 Streaming WID work and to keep SA1 as secondary responsible.

Discussion,

· S1-021411, the additional Rel. 6 features were discussed. 
Adaptation

· Pre-transport adaptation,
will have connections to the GUP work (SA2). 

· Transport adaptation,
is partly covered in TR 26.937. Any architectural impacts should be handled together with SA2.

· Access network influence
also described in TR 26.937. 

Transport adaptation could affect other areas apart from PSS and it is important for SA4 to communicate their work to other relevant groups. 

SA1 is working on GUP but the TS is not ready yet. There need to be better communication between the GUP SWG group and SA4 since GUP affects the terminal capability work that SA4 is looking at. It was suggested to communicate this issue to the SA1 GUP chair (Siemens) or for SA4 to ask SA1 more formally about the GUP work in an LS.

From an end-user’s point of view it is important that PSS works transparently within different access network, UTRAN is obvious but GERAN and WLAN also need to be considered.

New codecs and formats. Update and extensions to existing codecs and formats. 

When considering new and updating existing codes and formats new services like MBMS and IMS messaging need to be considered. 

MMS interworking
SA4  wants to make sure that streaming works for MMS. Since SA1 has the MMS stage 1 responsibility it’s important for SA1 to be informed about the discussions between SA4 and T2 in this matter.

File format
As this feature was presented additional thoughts of SA4 were raised such as progressive download and server file format. The meeting were of the opinion that server file format is important and should be considered by SA4.

DRM
The meeting didn’t have anything more to say on this issue except for the DRM stage 1 TS for Rel. 6 has been approved by SA. Work on DRM that effects SA4 needs to be communicated by the responsible group. 

MBMS
It is obvious that MBMS will have a strong linkage with PSS (MBMS will use PSS to deliver content) and SA1 is working on MBMS for Rel. 6.  The MBMS work has not been communicated to SA4 yet but it needs to be done. This issue will be communicated to the MBMS chair and it was also suggested that as SA4 now knows about MBMS in SA1 they write and LS to SA1 to ask formally for more information on the issue.

Reuse of IMS infrastructure for PSS
This is under discussion in SA2 so SA4 and SA2 should look into this in cooperation. SA1 has not yet determined it there are any impact on stage 1 specifications. 

PSS QoS Metrics
This is a very important issue not only in regards of charging but also in regards of how to optimise the network. The issue has direct implications on streaming but will also affect other areas. Hutchinson 3G has had a contribution on this in SA4 and will edit this contribution and input it to SA1 #17. It needs to be discussed in the plenary as well not only in the Streaming SWG. SA4 needs use cases from SA1 here, action for delegates to provide input papers in this area.

Implications of IPv6

Not an issue for SA1, SA2 has the expertise here.

Further more is was suggested by the group that SA1 should look into the impact of PSS in all of the SA1 SWGs in order to give SA4 a better view of what to consider. SA1 will continue the work on the high level streaming requirements and communicate the results momentarily.

A reply LS (S1-021499) was drafted and agreed during the meeting, it will be an input document for SA1#17.

· S1-021414, The meeting came to the conclusion that charging needs to be included in the SA4 WID and that SA1 will not create a separate WID for Streaming. SA1 therefore informed SA5 about this in a reply  LS (S1-021504, output document from the meeting).
· S1-021405, The LS was noted and SA1 agreed that SA2 has the overall responsibility of the system architecture and coordination of the architectural aspects for PSS.
