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1. Introduction

This document proposes content to the Addressing requirements subclause 6.8 in TR 22.940 as described in chapter 2.

2. Addressing requirements

It shall be possible to use a single address to identify the recipient irrespective of message type. The single address shall be either a SIP URL or a MSISDN. Any other addresses e.g. e-mail or an IP address, can be considered as additional options depending on the technology selected for the IMS messaging or part of it.

3. Proposal

It is proposed to add the text in chapter 2 to subclause 6.8 (Addressing requirements) of the TR 22.940.
