2. PROPOSED CHANGE

6.9
Addressing requirements

It shall be possible to use a single address to identify the recipient irrespective of message type. The single address shall be either a SIP URL, e-mail address or a MSISDN. 


IMS Messaging shall be able to support the request to hide the sender’s address from the recipient. 
IMS Messaging shall support a distribution list (a list of one or more e-mail addresses or MSISDNs) for mass distribution of IMS Messaging from a VASP. 
IMS Messaging shall support the ability for a VASP to create and manage distribution lists.

3. rECOMMENDATION
