8. Charging

IMS Messaging shall be able to apply to offline charging or/and online charging based on the operators configuration scenarios.

Note: Offline charging is a charging mechanism where charging information does not affect, in real-time, the service rendered.  
Online charging is a charging mechanism where charging information can affect, in real-time, the service rendered and therefore a direct interaction of the charging mechanism with session/service control is required.
The IMS Messaging service provider collects charging information for each subscriber related with value-added service and the usage of Messaging specific network resources.

The IMS Messaging service provider shall collect the following charging information:
· usage of the Messaging service provider’s resources: the charging information shall describe the amount of data transmitted in mobile originating and mobile terminating directions for the transfer of Messaging;
· storage duration: the storage duration of Messaging is counted as either (1) the time interval from the beginning of storage of the message until forwarding to another Messaging service provider or as (2) the time interval from the beginning of storage until reception of the Messaging by subscriber. 
· usage of the general Packet-Switched domain resources: the charging information shall describe the usage of other Packet-Switched domain-related resources;
· destination and source: the charging information shall provide the actual destination and source addresses used by the subscriber;
· usage of the external data networks: the charging information shall describe the amount of data sent and received to and from the external data network;
· the Messaging service provider’s address: this provides the highest accuracy location information available.
3. Proposal

It is proposed to make the modifications as proposed in chapter 2 to corresponding subclauses in the TR 22.940.
