CHARGING REQUIREMENTS

Charging

IMS Messaging shall be able to support various charging models, including:

a)
Sender only pays;

b)
Both sender and recipient pay their respective charges for message delivery;

c)
Recipient pays for receipt of messages from a VASP when there is a commercial agreement between the recipient and the VASP;

d)
Sender pays for reply message on a per message basis in deferred delivery messaging type. 

IMS Messaging shall be able to support different charging “philosophies”:

a)
Volume based charging;

b)
Volume and QoS based charging;

c)
Service based charging. 

IMS Messaging shall be able to support various charging mechanisms. The following charging characteristics may be considered:

a)
Message type and length;

b)
Roaming conditions;

c)
Indication of charging;

It is indicated to the recipient prior to the recipient downloading a deferred delivery message whether the sender has paid or the recipient is expected to pay for the message.

d)
Prepaid subscriptions.
