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1. General

This document introduces additional criteria that may be useful in determining if a subscriber will authorize a location attempt which was originated by a 3rd party.  One criterion is identification of which of the interested parties is to pay for the charges associated with the location determination.  A second criterion is a discrimination of the QoS parameters.

2. Reasons for the new criteria

Charging:

As a mobile subscriber, there may very well exist business arrangements between a number of LCS clients and my network operator that I am not privy to.  However, the impact of those arrangements on whether or not I were to be charged could very well help determine if I would authorize the attempt.

QoS:
As a mobile subscriber, it may very well be satisfactory to me that 3rd parties knew my general location in order to offer services, but not my exact location.  In this case I would authorize attempts that would identify the service area that I was in, but not allow positioning attempts that used triangulation methods.

3. Service examples

As an example, an operator may wish to deploy a service whereby 3rd parties (retailers, etc) would wish to know when a mobile subscriber is nearby, so they could notify the subscriber about special offers, etc.  Other examples that use the change of area mechanism to detect proximity have already been supplied.  Note that these examples would use a “wide area” notification instead of an “exact location”.

It would be extremely difficult for the operator to be able to convey the identities of these to the mobile subscriber in order for the subscriber to enter them in his privacy profile.  It would be easier, however, for the subscriber to authorize “prepaid” attempts, and then have the network determine, either from the location request or the identity of the requestor, who was to be billed for the attempt.

4. Protocol enhancements

To provide the proposed functionality, a prepaid indication should be conveyed to the Home GMLC as part of the authorization information for the location attempt.  If this is not part of the LCS client database, it would also have to be added to the MLP.  Note that this latter arrangement might be useful if a single client were to offer services of varying degrees

Also, both charging and QoS criteria should be added to the privacy profile to be supported in Release 6.

5. Proposal

It is proposed that new functionality described in this contribution be included in Release 6.   If SA1 agrees to include the functionality a CR will be drafted for the SA1#17 meeting.
